5,000 Believed Cut O U.S. Warships Guard
Sea Approaches while Ground Forces
Advance Through Jungle

WASHINGTON, July 9—American warships guarding Kula Gulf and
the channel between New Georgia and Kolombangara islands have vir-
tually isolated the estimated 5,000 Japanese forces on New Georgia, while
American ground forces infiltrated through the jungles to Munda, Jap
headquarters and site of New Georgia’s only air base dispatches from the

Solomons said today.

Freuch Army of 300,000
In War for Duration,
He Declares

WASHINGTON, July 3 (AP)—Gen,
Henri Girand disclosed today that Presi-
dent Roosevelt had promised to equip the
French Morth African army of 300,000
men and pledged that the French forces
will help to fight the Japs after the defeat
of the Axis powers in Europe.

Giraud told a press conference that
thousands of fromed and experienced
soldiers are waiting in Africa for modern
weapons which, he said, "1 am certain
they shall have.™

Before Giraud spoke, the War Depart-
ment announced that his mission here is
purely military and no questions olher
than those bearing on military matters
would be permitied.

Giraud said 300,000 troops, whicly he
considered his expeditionary force for re-
taking France, included the Armmies of
Gen. Charles de Gaulle.

He also said that he and de Guulle
frave “established as our sole aime the de-
feat of the Axis forces, the liberation of
France and the return to a political struc-
ture in conformity with the natural aspira-
tions of our country.'

Russians Hurl In Heavy Tanks
In Bid to Turn Tide of Battles

Nazis Rush Up Reinforcements

Reds Say Foe’s Toll
Now, 1,843 Tanks,
45,000 Troops

Russia's firmly entfenched army,
still ‘unbroken on the Kursk salient
despite four days of bloody battering
from giant Wazi tanks, made ils bid
to lurn the tide yesterday by throwing
large numbers of Red tanks into the
struggle, ;

With the baltle growing increas-
ingly violent as the Germans rushed
up men and machines by land and,
air, Russian military officials predicied
even more stubborn fighting as the Nazis
pound at their prjncipal pains—iwo tank
wedges driven in the Byelgorod end of
the salient.

The Russians claimed o have knocked
aut a total of 1,843 tanks, 810 planes and
the equivalent of nearly three divisions
—roughly around 45,000 men—up o the
start of yesterday's fighting, and they
confidently expected 1o destroy in the
ensuine- 24 hours at least ag many as the
304 mnks and 161 plangs they reporied
climinated Thursday.

Reds Comnter-Allack
Mot only did the Russians repulse Gen,
von Klupe's stiffest assaunlts in the Byel-
gorod scctor to the sonth, but in the
Orel-Kursk area at the northern end of
the salient they even counter-atiecked and

won back several points lost Monday
when the assanlt began.

The Red Army hurled in large nombers
of giant 50-ton "K¥" fanks—named for
Marshal Klim Voroshilov—to combat
the6f-rom German” *“Figer™ tanks [hi
Mazis have heen using to spearhead their
mechanical battering rams. Moscow heard
the “KVs," aiding the artillery and tank
destroyers, had inflicted sensationally high
losses an the Germans.

Moscow radio saill fierce air battles
were continuous over the whole batile
ared, and one unit fought 81 engagements
in o day, The broadcaster said the Lufi-
walfe hid slackened its activities and no
longer sent out big groups of bambers
and h%hlnrs, apparently as a result of
henyy fighter losses and Russian hlows at
German airdromes just before the offen-
sive began.  Mow the Mazis fly only small
groups which do their best to aveid en-
gagements, the broadcast said.

Even Mazis Lavd Defense

The Russians® defense against the
panzers evoked the admiration of even
the Mazis, The Berlin correspondent of
the German-controlled STB agency wrole
that “the Russinns are defending every
yard like lions, meeting the German
assault troops with tornadoes of steel.
. .« Russian resistance appears to have
stiffened  and  counter-attack  follows
counter-attack "

The German tactics generally were to
punch through with 20 or 30 Tiger tanks,
followed by twice as many motorized
cannon and then infantry with old model
danks. The Red Army countered these
tactics by a system of *fire bags" which
allowed _the head of the column to
advance, Then cut off the first 40
machines and destroyed them with artil-
lery. and tank  destroyer fire. Meanwhile
Red infantry cut off the Nazi fool troops,

PERSIAN GULF SERVICE COM-
MAND, July 9—In one of the hotlest
places in the world Amereans arming
and provisioning the Red Army through
the vital Iranian corridor are showing
that they can take ir.

Despite weather such as none of them
ever felt before they are keeping up the
schedule of deliverics to Russia  over
truck and rail routes with a surprisingly
low rate of heat cases.

Here, where the weatherman would have
no end of grim fun keeping hourly tem-
perature records, there’s little sciedtific
recording, but an ordinary thermometer
exposed in the afrernoon easily tops 150
Fahrenheit.  Shaded, jt hovers between
120 and 130,

Refrigeration is scarce and jce is @
precious thing. There are no saft drinks.

Rationed béer gave out before the heat
really started. i

Special Thermometers

Crude air conditioning is ‘available. in
the hospitals. 1t is considered successful
when it keeps the temperature below 100,
One hospital recorded a temperature of
99 after the patients’ beds had been wet
down with a hose from a water truck
parked outside. -

Haospitals here need fever thermometers
of a higher praduation thap the regular
I?E. becauze the temperature of heat
victims is likely to ron past 108, which
is-already 9.6 ahove normal.

The treatment of heat casesis to bring
the body temperature down as quickly as
possible.  Stricken men are placed under
sheets or towels drenched with ice water,
fed cold drinks and put in frent of an
electric fan,

One hospital has a portable air condi-
tioning unit containing 24 beds where a
temperature of 60 (o 70 is maintained,
but there is only one of these in Iran.

The szanwe hospital, which claims the
questionable distinction of being the
hottest spot in the world, soon will move
into air-conditioned buildings from half-
sunken Quonset huts and double-roofed
ward tents.

‘Desert Coolers’

Apart from hosing, these structures are
conditioned with  “Desert  Coolers,”
screencd frames lpesely packed in excel-
sior which are constantly wet by drip-
cans and through which fans draw ountside
air.

Maost Persian Gulf personnel are living
now in thick-walled barracks, though
thousands are still under canvas. In gulf
and desert districts the men work =plit
shifis and spend the afternoens in their
quUArters.

The best way to describe the heat is not
with the thermometer readings but with
its effects, The touch of a typewriter in
the shade feels like a steam radiator in
January. A belt buckle or collar orna-
ment touched to the bare Aesh, even out

7 Rumors

Heard on Every Troopship

Tahn Steinbeck, American novelist, wha
is in England as a correspondent for
the Mew York Herald Tribone, lists
seven rumors that are heard abourd all
troopships. He heard them on the troop-
ship that brought him here, and naval
officers told him the same rumors are
current aboard every ship that has carried
troops across the occan,

These rumors are:

“#1—This morning we were sighted by
g submarine. It could not catch us, but
it radioed ahead, and now & pack s
assembling ahead of us {o idtercept os
and blow us out of the waier.

2—This morning a submarine surfaced,
not knowing we were near.  We had every
gun trained on her ready to blow her out
of the water because we heard her in our
listening devices. She saw us as she broke
water and signalled just in time thag she
was one of ours, i

3—Some terrible and nameless  thing
has happened among the officers (this
rumor is only among the enlisted men).
The crime they have committed is not
menticned, but it is known that 2 number
ol officers are under detention and will
be court-martialied.,

4—Both the officers” post exchanpes
and enlisted men's post exchanges sell a
watery pop in brown botiles. The saldiers
know very well that what is in their bottles
is pop, but the rumor runs through the

ship that the brown bottles in the officess’
Euu“gg contain beer. Some little discon-
tent arises from this uniil it is forgotten
in 2 new rumor.

5—The front end of the ship is weak
and only patched up. On thelast voyage
she cut a destrover (sometimes a croiser)
in two, and they patclied her up and sent
her out anyway. She 15 perfectly all right
unless we run into heayvy weather, in which
case she is very likely o [all 1o pieces.

6—Last nmight the German radio an-
nounced that this ship had been sunk. The
Germans often do this, fishing for in-
formation.

While parents, wives and friends do not
know exactly what ship we are in, thev
know gbout when we were plerted and
they will be frantic, and there is no way
al telling them that we are all right, for
no messapes are permitted 1o go out. The
saldiers go about worrying to think of the
worry of their people.

7—Some kind of epidemic has broken
out i!: the ship. The officers are keeping
IL quict to prevent panic. They are bury-
ing the dead secretly at night,”

It would be interesting if the ships’
officers would pest a list of the rumors
the men were likely to hear, 1t would
certainly eliminate some of the apprehen-
sions on the part of the men.

And it would be interesiineg {0 see
whether then a whole new list of fresh un-
used rumors would grow up.
