Land Army girls and the soldiers
listened later to & round-up discussion on
Devon wartime farming, which hus in-
creased in production nearly 150 ner cent
since the war began. An Anglo-American
argument on the yveas and nays of cross-
breeding cattle had several American veas,
including ong from Sgt. Charles N, Yen-
key, of Pauline, Kan. Two Decvon
farmers held a debate and pulled no
punches, especially when ane of the farm-
ers accused the other of being an expert
—in the following terms:

Definition of ‘Expert’

“An expert is someone who knows less
about running vour business ‘han you do
and gets paid more than you Jo just for
telling you the way he thinks vou ought
to run it instead of helping vou 1o do 1l
your way—the right way.”
