One prong of the Soviet advance west
of Kiey was driving southward in'the

direction of the Kremenchug salient and
the Krivoi Rog sector. The possibility
of Mazi forces within the Dnieper Bend
being encircled grew hourly, and ecven
Beslin recognized the peril.
