With the battle for the Muaggiors
and Camino hills virtually ended, the
Fifth Armyv gained control of the eastern
bank of the Garrigliane River from iis
mouth to captured Rocea de Vandro.

Confronted by the Allied domination
of almost all the high ground overlook-
ing the Liri Vallev, the German main
forces retreated  several . miles 10 the
noethwest, apparently preparing  for an
Alled assault on the town of Lird in a
drive (o break through to the plains on
thie road to Rome.

On the Eighth Army fent, Canadians,
fahning out from i bridgehead across the
Mory, pdvanced on an eight=-mile front in
spiie of great German opposition.

Hell hath no fory like a bookmaker
caught in nn overlay, After the recent Bob
Montzomery-Beau Jack fight, when Beau
wiis a 4—1 underdog to beal Montgonery,
the gamblers said the fight was in the
bag from the start. The same gamblers
before the fight, however, were begging
for some sucker to take 4—1 and bet on

Confidence in Own Ability

This tendency on the gambler’s part
probably is due to the gamblers absurd
confidence in his own ability to dope out
the odds, give himself a little beter of it
and then reap the harvest from the
chumps.

Steve Owen, coach of the Toatball
Ginnts, reveals g recent telephone con-
versation with an outraged gambler.

Men of 50 Being Sent to
Front, Stockholm Hears;
Hard Winter Feared

STOCKHOLM, Dec. 10 (AP)—Ger-
many is preparing for the fifth winter of
the war by mobilizing all possible man-
power [or military service, in_some in-
stances wsing men as old as 30 on the
battlefronts, according fo dispatches rom
Swedish correspondents.

“Every German who is able to bear
arms must perform military service,” said.
the Berlin correspondent of Dagens
Myheter,

A new review ol andustrial mobiliza-
tion is now under way (o eliminate all
non-cssential work and Lo concentrate
manpower for the army and the produc-
tion of armaments.

An editorial in the Deutsche Allgemeine
Zeitung warned the Germans the winter
would be hard, and added “bul no one
can deprive vs of our courage. We have
never let ourselves become accustomed to
an easy life. We must now defend all
the positions we hold,”

The newspaper expressed the belicf the
Germans need not fear a second front in
western Europe this vear, and =aid that as
a result of the weather, the Anglo-Ameri-
can bombing offensive apparently had
resched its climax for this year.
