First of the six
ships laid down in the Towa class, the
lowa, with & main armament of nine 16-
inch puns, was completed in 1942, At
lesist threp others of ihis class have been
chmpleted.

Three other battleships named by Adm.
Mimilz n« participating i the biow were
the South Dakoia, Indiina and Massa-
chimselis. They oare all of the new
Indiana class, of 35,000 tons. Completed
in 1941, these ships also carry’ A main
armament of nipe T6-inch-guns. As inthe
case of the Towa, Turther armament has
been added since they were completed.

The South Dakola is the most famous
of the batlleships in the task force. In
the drawn-oul baitle of the Solomons il
shot down 32 attacking planes while pro-
tectimg i Carrier. .

Carrviers in the ipsk force represent
two of America'’s most numerous class of
fat tops. One 1z the Essex, of 27.000
tons.  These have an announced capacity
