HeHe missedmissed thethe warswars
with thethe IndiansIndianschat openedopened upup thethe
west, butbutby the time hehewas 16 years
oldold hehe hadhadestablishedaa greatgreatrepo-repo-
tati«n asas aamarksman. "Wild"WildWest"
showswere then atatiheiriheirheight,soso hehe
joined one.

White, monetaryadviserof the Treasury
Department,releasedaatentativeproposal
for aaUnited Nations bank for post-war
reconstructionanddevefopmcnitotosupple
ment thetheproposedInternationalStabiliza
tion Fund.

ITie bank would encourage private
financial agencies totoprovide long term
capital for the sounddevelopmentof pro
ductive resourcesof member countries
andwhen necessarywould cooperatewith
and supplementprivate capital for such
piin«5ses.

Capital of the bank would amount toto
about 510,000,000,000and would bebesub
scribed bybymembercountries. AA large
part of (he capital would bebereservedasas
aasuretyfund' againstsecuritiesguaranteed
or issuedby the bank.

British Get Major Part
Of U.S.U.S.FoodShipments
WASHINGTON, Oct. 10—The War

Food Administration announcedyester
day that 1,000,000,000pounds of food
and other agricultural commoditieswerewere
deliveredto shipsduringAugustfor Lend-
LeaseexportstotoAllied fighting fronts.

The British Empirecontinuedtotoreceive
the largestshareof the deliveries—69per
cent in August. Russiagot 2323per cent,
Nortli Africa sevenper cent,and Greece,
West Africa, the NetherlandsandTurkey
combinedone per cent.
