Berlin commentators brageed vesterday
that German engineers so thoroughly de-
stroved Sebastopol harbor “that 1t will
probably take years Lo restore the port.”

“All buildings have been razed to the
ground,” said Col. Ernst von Hammer,
of the German News Apency.  “Quays
have been blown away and the whole
landscape has been, drastically changed.”

The Russinns, in torn, reported that
the Crimean fortress’ final davs cost the
enemy thousands of dead and hundreds
of prisoners. “Ships packed with Ger-
i troops were sunk before they could
reach the roadstead outside,” Moscow
radio said,

The Eastern Front was guiet cxcept
for focal attacks by the Germans in the
Carpathian foothills east of Stanislavoy
and on the rogds leading fo the Polish
base at Lwow. Moscow dispatches sug-
gested these were “spoiling” attacks to
interrupt preparations for an expected
offensive into Rumania and Poland.

The Germans mentioned small-scale
Soviet attacks glong the lower Dniester
near Tigninn, west of Jassy in Rumania,
andlnurrhw:st of Vitebsk in the far
morih.

Points in 5 Nations

Pounded; Heavies,
B26s Out Twice

Flying Fortresses struck al railway
targets in four countrigs late yester-
day, climaxing a non-stop 36-hour
blitz against the transportation cen-
ters immediately supporting Hitler's
Atlantic Wall defenses.

The Fortress attacks, second
American heavy bomber mission of
the day, coincided with other
assaults by every type of Allied air-
craft which in the 36 hours up to six
o'clock Jast night had been smashing
Mazi rail argets at the rate of one an
hour across five nations.

Seventeen points along the network of
railwavs leading to  the invasion-jittery
coastal areas of France, Belgium, Holland
and Germany  itself were pounded in
davlight yesterday and during{ the night
before.  Nineteen were hit n the pre-
ceding davlight hours as the pre-invasion
air assault on coastal Europe mounted.

All-Day Shuttle

Two fdrces of U.5. heavies—Libera-

tors first and then Fortresses—carried

WASHINGTON, May 11 (Reuter)—

Despite increased war taxes and higher
living cosis, Americans now have more
maney than ever before. Figures relepsed
today by OWI showed the buving power
of individuals in the form of cash and
bank accounts had reached an all-time
high of $33,000,000,000, not including
tunds of businesses,
. This menns that in two vears of war
individuil incomes have increased more
than ‘iaxes, living expenses and invest-
ments combined, according to OWI.

Statistics of the Department of Com-
merce and the Securities and Exchange
Commission indicate that net individual
meomes in 1943 (including unincorporated
businesses), nfier taxes and expenditures
for egoods and @ services, exceeded hy
E10,500,000,000 individual investments in
U5, bonds and other forms of savings.
