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It’s Over Over There

It's all over in North Africa. With
Allied troops at the extreme tip of Cape
Bon, und with enemy forces surrendering
ef masse, only small pockets of resistance
remain o be cleared in order to complete
the North African campaign.

Any assessment of gains and losses ai
this. time wonld be premature; but the
most aecurate reports from Tunisia indi-
cate that & total of 150,000 prisoners will
be in the bag when the entire group is
romnded up and the official copnt re-
vealed.

The loss to the enemy, however, does
not stop with the count of prisoners of
war. Guns, tanks, ships, planes, velicles
and tons and tons of war supplies are
also ‘in our hands. Much of this equip-
menl has been damaged beyond repair;
but all of it 15 lost 1o the Axis.

More important than this booty s the
command of the sea lanes to the Middie
East and India. The long haunl around
Africa hus extended Allied shipping lines
of communication. This supply line can
now be shortened, releasing valuable ship
tonnage for use on other fronts,

The Axis have lost heavily on the pro-
pagands front. MNeotrals will reassess
their position. Belliperent newtrals may
change sides, unrest in occupied countries
will grow, saboiage will increase and Axis
marale on the home front will slip nearer
the cracking point.

Toduy Germany is [sced by the danger
of a three-front war and koows it. A
helf million froops, victorious veicrans
of the Morth African fight, are ready for
the next campaign.. In the British Isles
other troops are ready and eager for the
dey when they can invade the Continent.
In Russia the Red Army is more than
holding il own. MNow that it’s over
over there we can confidently expect it
will zoon start over here.

Propaganda Line

As  German armies fall back  on
every front, a very definite plan is clearly
cmerging from the German propaganda
mill, a plan to split the United Nations
by enpendering within the democraiic
nations hatred one for the other.

To achieve this goal every old sore is
rubbed open, every type of irritating
rumor released, and new suspicions are
spread OY every means available to an
able and dangerous enemy.

Examples of tecent German propa-
ganda are openly published here for your
cirefol examination.

By radio the Germin propaganda mill
brosdeast: “Over and above everything
stands the numerous conditions of the
Lend-Lease Aet, which gives the Yankees
the whip-hand and which has a tremen-
dous effect on British demestic trade and
what is left of her export commerce.”

To the United States this message was
broadcast: “Lend-Lease has raised taxa-
tion and brought the USA near to ruin.”

Quoting well-known newspapers o give
authenticity fo a propaganda (rick is a
well-esteblished German custom,  Here
are two of their examples. Said the Ger-
man radio to Britain: “The Washington
Posl expresses the opinion that it would
be impossible (o hold the Continent
ag#ingt an invasion. T can very well
vrderstand that the Yankees should con-
sider it good policy to egz on the British
to undertoke a venture which would lead
to a sm=zshing catasirophe for the
altackers'”

To America Germany  broadeasst:
“The Times szaid on April 2: ‘No one
has any doubt that, when the time comes
o carry the fight into ithe enemy's
country, Canadian soldiers will be in the
front Tine.” The English paper [orgot to
say that while the Canadians end Ameri-
cans are fighting, English soldiers will
be-hiding in their cellars in Britain.'”

Territorial claims are not overlooked as |

a means of creating suspicions among
the Allies. Said German radio to. the
British: “Roosevell aims al including
the whole African Continent in the U5,
sphere of influence and exploiting its raw
materiz] wealth for the benefit of Jewish-
LS. Capitalism."

To America German radio  beamed
this gem: “England wants o finish the
war stronger than ever before, and noth-
ing will stop her annexing French Morth
Africa after the war.”

Mark well these lies, soldier, and next
time you hear them repested with the
changes that occur in retelling them
for what they are worth , . . LIES from
the Goebbels propaganda mill, designed
to spit the United MNations and deny to
us the fruits of a victory we will most
surely  win.
