Allies Cornering Rommel inTunisiaTip

Allies Smash
Another Jap
Air A_Ilmada

37 of 100 Enemy Planes
Destroyed inDogfights
Near Port Moresby

AN ADVANCED ALLIED BASE,
Australia, Apr. 13 (AP)—Approxi-
mately 100 Jap bombers and fighiers
—the largest single formation either
the enemy or Gen. MacArthur's
forces have used in the southwest—
struck al Port Moresby, New Guinea,
ina daylight attack vesterday, which
resulted in 37 Japanese planes being
shot out of action in a 40-minute
sorigs of dogfights interspersed with heavy
ack-ack gunfire,

This was the first major attack on Port
Moreshy, Actonlly the battle raged over
almost 100 miles, with the Alligd fighters
making their first contact with the Japs
at about 20,000 feet over the Owen
Stanley mountain range, 60 miles north
of Mareshy, )

There the Japonese losses began with
three bombers sent into the saw-loothen
jungle and the maited mountaing,

The bombers approached Moresby fiy-
ing in close formation with fighters over-
head as well as to the reas,  Allied pursuit
planes quickly broke up the formation
snd n series of swirling, raging dogfights
followed atr heighis mostly between 23,000
and 2500 feer,

entering the Mediterranean as a means
of fighting the threatensd southemn
Furopean invasion,

A German occupation of Spain by
Franco's submission after a ** token ™
resistance or by force would give the
Axis air bases to strike at the Brilish
Mediterrancan Fleet as well as at
CONVOYS.

Observers were doubtful whether
Gibraltar could be taken, but pointed
out that the German army and air
force might make it an untenable base
for Allied operations.

The Axiz need for new striking
points  was mounting  with  the
threatened loss of Tonisia.

Flying Photographers
Film Attacks of
Luftwaffe

When Luftwalfe pilots peel oot of
formation to attack American daylight
bombers, they not only dive into the
blazing guns of the Flying Fortresses and
Liberators, but inlo mu[inn_ picture
camerns as well.

These cameras, operated by veteran
newsreel cameramen, bring back a record
af the raid, showing the falling bombs,
altacks by enemy fighters and flak burst-
ing around the plane, The films are
primarily for use in training new pilots
in_enemy combat tactics, but alter cen-
soring are released for showing in public
theaters.

Daring Cameramen

Smart pilots of these four-motored
hombers do all they can to avoid the
German fighters and flak, but these flying
cameramen figure on getting in close
enough to bring back a complete picture
story of daylight bombing raids over
Germany and German-held territory.

Some of the pictures taken by these
civilian newsveel cameramen are showing
on British movie screéns at the present
time and will appear shortly im LS.
theaters.

These pictures are the best taken so far
of high-altitude precision bombing and
give theater-poers a ringside seat for the
raid on the Renauli works on the out-
skirts of Paris,

The cameras pick vp the Seine and
follow down its bianks to the factory.
The bombs can be seen leaving the plane,
big, ugly, and slow ag first, then smaller
and smaller until finglly they strike targets

In the field of health, a widening know-
ledpe of Tood valoes and hygiene hag also
produced remarkable results, The Census
finds not only that the nation's health has
been pood during the past yvear, bul that
epidemics oflen associated with war have
not appeared.

For Offensive

Think German Attempt
At Leningrad Siege
May Develop

MOSCOW, Apr. 13 (UP)—Russian
abservers were prepared today for aftacks
on the Volkhov front @z part of a German
atlempt fo re-establish the blockade of
Leningrad.

The entire Volkhov front has been
quiet since the end of February, when
coordinated attacks by Russian forces
from the Leningrad and Volkhoy fromis
broke the 500-day siege by the Germans:

For weeks the Germans have been
shellimg Leningrad, and it is possible that
they intend to launch another assault on
the city itsall as an alternative.

In sucoessive atiacks on this front yes-
lerday the Germans suffered heavily, and
although they succéeded in forcing a
wedge into the swengthened Russian
lines, they were afterwards driven back
o their nitial - positions.

They lost more than 2,000 killed.

Destroy 70 German Guns

Dirine the night, this morning's Rus-
siun eommunique announced, 70 German
field guns were destroved s well as 12
A guns and 12 dumps. There was also
some artillery activity on the front south
of Lake Hmen.

The repulse of a German attack on the
front south of Byelvi and a small Russian
attack on the western (Smolensk) front
were the only activity on other sections
of the froni other than artillery wnd
moriar firg exchanges.

German  infantry  detachment
attempted 10 penetrate’ to A Russan
strongpoint on the front south of Byelyl
during last night. The Russians let the
Giermuns approach to a close range and
then opened riffe and machine-gun lire
on ther.

The Germans retreated leaving several
dozen killed and wounded on the battle-
field. Following up the attack, Russian
artillery shot up the German positions
and destroyed a German batiery and
several blockhouses.

On the Smoelensk front some Russian
scouts penetratcd under cover of dark-
ness inside the German positions,  They
threw grenades al the German pillboxes
and hiockhouses and destroved o number
Of ‘them.

The communigque reported an incroase
of German air activity on the  Kuban
front, v which 18 German plancs weie
shiot down vesterday.

Allies Too Late
ToTrapEnemy

Foe Stopped American
Thrust at Vital Spot,
Averted Disaster

KATROUAN, Apr. 13—While success
hos crowned the eastward drives of the
Britizsh and Americans, all have failed to
cut off large portions of the Axis southern
armies,;
. Just as the Eighth Army failed in the
ideal maneuyer, which would have been
1o envelop Rommel in Libyva or again at
Mareth, so the First Army failed to break
through to Kairouan in time to cut off
his reireat or to smash his = soft-shelled ™
vehicles massed in this area.

Nevertheless, the cumulative effect of
the continued Eighth Army drive, plus the
smash of the First Army jab, has con-
siderably weakened the ability pf the Axis
1o r:iuakc Tunis a second Tobruk or Lenin-
grad. .
The plan called for the British infan-
try to take the northern nob pulfding

despite the fact she was wounded in the

[

Fondouk Pass and for American infantry
to take the southern height, Due o par-
ticularly effective German positions, plus
a2 misunderstanding about the timing of
the attack, the American force failed to
tike their objective on schedule,

The failure threw the whole operation
24 hours late. With great bravery, how-
ever, the British sent thefr own infantry
southward against the troublesome posi-
tions and sent tanks ceashing through the
pass before it was cleared of either min:sl

or covering anti-tank guns.

The result was infantry Josses and
tanks knocked out, but the pass was
forced, The result fully justified the
sacrifice.  The enemy still holding posi-
tions in the hills each side of the pass
saw Allied tanks behind them and fled
in haste.

As a British tank commander said,
* We did not cut him off but we destroved
anywhere from a brigade to a division
of his fighting strength.”

In addition it put a sizeable Allied
armored force in a position 1o rush north-
ward to deal additional blows to the
enemy before he was able to organize
himsell for whatever fight he plans in
the north.

been fecommended for a citation. The
men are T/4 W. G. Watkins, of Loois
Valley, and Pvi.

Describing the action, which took place
in the last part of the battle for El
Guettar, Watkins said: * About 17.20
we ran into @ hornet’s nest of artillery,
tank machine-gun fire and spipers. We
opened fire on a pillbox on the hill which
the CGermans had apparently been using
for artillery,

“* We saw them running oot like ants

after we let go on them. Then we were
hit by a shell—it wasn't as big as an
fa-mm—and it smashed our periscope.
One fragment went through the lieplen-
ant’s helmet, severely wounding him.

“We saw he was badly hurt bul we
couldn’t ift him out and our tank engine
wouldn't start for 8 minute. We finally
pot going. George ran through heavy
artillery fire and the shells kept papping
at us a3 we felt our way back aver the
rqn# which neither of us were fumiliar
with.

“ When we reached the medical unit
we got the leotenant out and went hack
ta our company. They told us there that
if we hadn’t done as we did the lisutenant
would Wave bled to death, 1 sure hope
ke pulls through.™
