German PanzerOffensive
Fails; BigWinter Push
By Red Army Looms

The great German panzer counter-
offensive west of Kiey appeared last night
to have foundered in 4 sea of smashed
tanks, and dispatches from Moscow in-
dicated that the enemy drive could now
b considered a complete [ailure.

The Russians held the initiative on that
front last night, and were pushing for-
ward again to retake more and more
territary lost to the Germans in the Nazi

With the tide delinitely turned in the
Kiev salient, and with fighting' of a local
nature favofing the Red Army in com-
parafive lulls on other sectors, Moscow
reparls indicated that a  huge winter
affensive, probably on at least four main
fronis, was expecied to be launched soon,

The weather from the Kiey sector north
now  is sufliciently cold for real winter
operations, at which the Russinnsg have
proved themselves the master of the
enemy.

Expect Ofensive in 4 Sectors

The four main sectors in which the
offensive is expected to be staped, accord-
ing to Moscow, are; Belween the Pripet
and Beresina rivers, to the north of the
Kicy salient; the area just to the north
of this sector, encompassing the terrlory
between Zhlobin and Orsha ; the MNevel
front, even farther north, and i the
Dnicper Bend.

A fifth possible front would be that
due west of Kiev, where the Russians
broke through more than a month ago.

Owver 1000 German tanks and heavy
armored vehicles have been destroyed in
their attacks on the Kiev bulge, according
to Moscow estimates, The Russians, in
addition 1o holding the offénsive, mean-
while consolidated their positions and
brought up reinforcements,

Another factor in the victory has been
the. Red Air Foree, which, due to
dimproved weather, has been able to take
Lo the: gir. ;

Furihier gains were announced in the

B26s Hit Amsterdam

DutchAirfieldRaided
ByMedinms; Emden
Reported in Ruins

American heavy bombers, striking
their fourth blow of the month, ham-
mered their way into northwest Ger-
many [or the second time within 48
hours yesterday while B26 Marauders
battered the important Schipol air-
ficld at Amsterdam.

The renewed USAAF attacks,
making up for lime lost because of
bad weather earlier in the month, kept
the sirens screaming over western Ger-
many where, only a few hours before,
elusive RAF Mosquitoes for the third
successive night carried oul new lightning
attagks,

Eizhih Air Force had not disclosed at
a late hour Iast night whether Fortresses
or Liberators, or both, carried out the
new assault on Germany, The fargels
aleo had not been revealed, but it was
announced that the heavies were accom-
panied by fighter support.

Emden *Doesn’t Exist’

Even as the big four-engine ships werg
returning the neutral listening post of
Stockholm was cloiming that the groat
submarine building port of Emden “no
Jonger exists' as a result of last Salur-
dav's USAAF raid and those that fee-
ceded it. :

The newspaper Aftontidningen said that
538 bodies had been recovered, of some
1,000 killed and 3,000 injured. [t added
that 12,000 of the city's 30,000 popula-
tion had been rendered homeless and were
fleeing toward Holland.

One Enging From Amsterdam
One vof the flak-scarred Marauders
came back from Amsterdam on one
engine, the longest trip vet for a battle-
damaged B26 in this theater, It was the
Rock Hill Special, piloted by 1/Lt.
Thomas J. (Lucky) Steenson, 23, of
Staatsburg, MN.Y, Flak smashed the port
engine just as the bombs dropped, and
after feathering the propeller, Steenson
flew the ship back to England on one
enpine, despite steady sniping by flak
emplacements  until clear of cnemy
Lerritory.

With hiz ship, Howard Hurricane,
hearing more than 300 flak holes and one
wing sieved, Capt. Gerald Howard, of
Stevensville, Mich., came back do base
full of peuise for the Marander: *I
wouldn't be in another bomber after to-
dav's raid, The B26 proved that it con
take it and dish it out.” .

L/Lt, Jerome Mudge, of Minneapolis,
Minn., picked a rough mission to finish
his tour of operations in the ETQ. .His
plane last an engine to flak on the way in
but hombed on  three engines and
was forced to leave Tormation near the
coast on. the way home.
