ALLIED HQ, Southwest Pacific, Apr.
14—A Japanese attempl to supply their
last big base in MNew Guinen by sea was
smashed a3 Amercan bombers hit Hol-
landia at dawn yesterday, sinking® one
cargo ship and setting nine others on fire,
while escorting fighters shot down 1en of
20 defending enemy hzhiers.

Dimapur, Allied hase £0 miles inside India
and railhead of the Bengal-Assam line
which supplies Lt. 'Gen. Joseph W. 5til-
well's Chinese-American roops in North
Burma, and said all Allied remnants ex-
cept 500 men in a hill position had been
wiped out in the wiciniy of Kohima,
whose caplure was claimed by the Japs
more than a week ago.
