10,900,000 to Be
In U.S. Services
By End of Year

2,400,000 to Be Added
In Next 12 Months;
Others for Industry

WASHINGTON, June 14—In House
Appropriations Committee  testimony
made public today by Congress, Man-
power Comunissioner Paul V. McNutt
revealed that the nation's armed forces
arefo be supplied 2,400,000 “mare men
in the next 12 months, wlile the muni-
tions induwstries will increase their work
farce by 1,300,000,
MoMutt  dizclozed that the armed
forcesT numbering 8,000,000 at the end
of March and 9200000 as of July 1,
are expected to add 1,700,000 during the
last six months of this year, and 700,00
additional in the next six months for
replacements and possible increazes in
the strength of the army and navy. :
The armed forces thus will reach
10,900,000 at year-cnd, and possibly more
in the first six months of 1944,

15,000 a Day Inducted
McMuott disclosed that 5,400,000 will
have been drawn into the armed forces
in the 12 months ending July 1—an aver-
age rate of 450,000 a month, or 15,000
cvery day of the year,
The munitions industries, producing
directly for war, are now emploving
10,000,000 persons, and must increase
this figure to 11,300,000 in the next 12
months, McMutt said.  Included in this
increase are 300,000 additional airplane
plant workers, another 350,000 in pro-

duction of guns, tanks and other ord-
nance, and 150,000 more for the ship-
yards.

To meet the needs of the armed lorces
and munitions industries, McMNuit told
the congressmen, 2,500,000 more workers
will he shifted over from present civilinn
industries, and 1,200,000 will be drawn
into  war jobs—housewives, Sstudents,
older workers and others not normally in
the lxbor force. !
McMutt also disclosed for the first time
the terrific increase in employment in the
airplane and sh‘lpbujlding induslry since
the United States entered the war.
Since Pearl Harbor, when 465,000 were
employed in aireraft, this industry m-
creased tnhl,Ehﬂﬂigﬂﬂ at the cndd of Iﬁat
Maurch.

After the Japanese had overron the
Philippines, Hongkong, the Netherlands
Indies, Thailand and Burma, speculdation
arose as to where they would next sirike.

Lt. Col. H. H. Huichinson, agricultural
officer of the 505, ETD, is in charge of
the soldier-farm program which is carried
outin cooperntion with the British Army
and the British Ministry of Food.

The program is a simple one. The
British furnish the seeds, fertilizer and
equipment, Col. Hutchinson the adyice
and instruction and the men the elbow
grease and the sweat.

No Red Tape

There isn't any red tape in the proce-
dure that Col. Hutchinson follows in his
job. When & new unit arrives in the
British Isles, he sends it a seed list with
a request that an officer be appointed in
charge of agricaliure, in addition to his
other duotics. MNext, the unit receives a
buletin that tells just how much land,
seed and equipment is required o grow
everything needed for any given number of
men.  IF the unit is inferested and will-
ing to cooperate—practically all of them
gre—Col. Hutchinson sees to it that they
are furnished with = everything  except

i

British already have plots laid out. The
labor supply rarely offers any problem
either; even a top kick can figure out
that a duty roster will do for a plow as
well as for a dish rag or mop. :
Last wear, Americans in the ETO- had
almast 7,000 acres under cultivation, pro-
ducing the equivalent of 50,000 ship-tons
or enough 1o keep fen divisions in vege-
tables for a vear.
