Its Welcome
To Eisenhower

PARIS, June 14—A million cheering
Parisians and troops of virtuslly every
Allied nation joined Gen. Charles
deGaulle and other high-ranking French
officials today in paying homage 1o Gen.
Eisenhower when the Supreme Com-
mander paid an official visit to the French
capital,

Highlight of Eisenhower’s récepiion, os
far as the public was concerned, was the
bestowal upon him of the Fellow of the
Liberation award by deGaulle al the Arc
de Triomphe,

Driving directly to the Arc from the
airfield where he landed, the Supreme
Commander was greeled  there by
deGaulle, and together they inspected the
French troops who served as goard of
honor,

Presentation  of the Fellow of the
Liberation followed. Then Lt, 'Gen.
Walter Bedell Smith, Eisenhower's chief
of sinff, was presented the Grand Cross
of the Legion of Honor.

Fisenhower and Bedell sipned the
polden register at the Arc, after which the
Supreme Commander placed a wreath on
the grave of France's unknown soldier.
Then began the parade that hundreds
of thousands of persons along the main
sireets of Paris had awaited for hours

Escorted by gendarmes on  molor-
cycles and jn ears, the official motor-
cade began the drive down the Champs
Elysees. Eisenhower, with Koenigion hus
left, stood in his car, waving and saluting

Following the ceremony at the Hotel
de Ville, Esenhower was guest of honor
at o dinner at deGaulle’s headgoarters.
DeGaulle, in the name of the French
povernment, presentéd o the American
Army, through the Supremc Commander,
a sword of rich historical value.

Lost in 53 Years

WASHINGTON, June 14 (Reoterl—
The loss of 1,554 1.5, merchant ships
totaling 6,277,077 tons from war cavses
and maring accidents due to war condi-
tions was announced vesterday by Yice
Adm. Emory 5. Land, chairman of the
Maritime Commission and administrator
of the War Shipping Administration.

The losses pccurred in the period from
Sepl. 1, 1939, 1o May B, 1945, The bulk
of the tonnage was accounted for by the
570 ships of 5431456 tons lost from
direct war couses. The remainder of 984,
involving 845,621 tons, was lost in mafing
casualties resulting from convoy opera-
tions, Only’ 71 of these vessels excecded
1,000 gross tons ench:

The latest- merchant marine casualty
list reported 5,579 merchant seamen dead
‘and missing, and 487 prisoners of war.

An overwhelming percentage of the
merchant vessels was destroved by Ger-
man or Italinn submarines, air attacks
and mings, with 68 lost in Japanese areas.
