Japs Maintain Big Combat
Fleet in Truk Area,
Report Says

WASHINGTON, Apr. 15—Follow-
ing grim invasion warnings from
Australia, Secretary of War Heary
L. Stimson today assured Gen.
Douglas MacArthyr a constantly in-
creasing flow of aircraft and other
military: supplics for the Southwest
Pacific theater of war,

At the same time, spokesmen at
MacArthur's headquoarters reyeéaled
that & great Jnpanese combat fleet is con-
stantly being maintained in the Truk
Isiand area, within less than three davs'
salling distance of Mew Guinea.

Meanwhile the Allied air forces yester-
day dealt the fourth heavy air blow to
the Japs within the past week during a
doylight dogfight over Milne Bayv—big
Aldlied base on the Southeastern tip of
New Guinea.

Doolittle Heads

Air Forces in

30 Planes Lost

Twenty-two Jap bombers and eight
fighters were shot out of action, the
official communigque said.

The force was comprised of about 100
planes—mostly medium and dive-bomb-
crs. Allied fishter Josses were moderate,
Australian Prime IMinisiter added his
voice to the warnings abont the danger
of an mvasion of Audstralin todoy stiress-
g the paramount meed of Allied air
supertority (o resist any full scale Jap
onslausht.

He emphasized - the great building up
of Jup air strength along the northern
perimeter in the last two months and
pointed oul that powerful Jap air attacks
must be exXpected.

Stuttgart Is Hit
By RAF Planes

Night Blow at Munitions
Center Followed by
Other Sweeps

RAF fighters yesterday followed up a
heavy raid on Stuttgart Wednesday night
with sweeps over occupied territory in
which at least two German planes were
destroved and others damaged.

Duiring the Stuttgart attack, described
a5 " very heavy " in an official com-
mumigue, three enemy might fighters were
destroyed.

Stuttgart was described as ** one of the
enemy’'s most important armament and
engineering centers ™ in  the official
description of the raid. It said the
“target was clearly identified and the
attack. highly concentrated.”

In addition to fire from ground defen-
ses, the Mazis fent up night fighters and
several encounters resulted,

Before the RAF plancs had returned,
German raiders hit at two towns along
the Thames Estuary, setting off a spec-
tpeular display of searchlighis and AA
fire.  Tracers streaked into the sky as
defense guns sent up a heavy barrage.

DOne EAF night fighter pilot reported
knocking down a DO217 after three
bursts from his guns, each of which
caused explosions in the German ship.

Strike Back At

Russian Lines

Fierce Air Fights On
Ukraine, Smolensk,
Finnish Fronts

MOSCOW, Apr. 15 (UP)—Stung
by Soviet air raids on the fortress
city of Koenigsherg, Nazi aircraft lashed
at Russian positions aleng  the whole
Eastern front today, Troop centers and
communication lines felt the weight of
the Mazi attack.

Fierce nir battles developed on  the
Ukraine, Central (Smolensk), Leningrad
and Finnizsh fronts.

On the Finnish front the Germans are
trying unsuccessfully (o cripple important
Russian bases. Small-scale land attacks
by the Nazis have been resumed in the
Severny-Donetz elbow, south of Izyum,
on the ¥olkhov front and sootheast of
Leningrad, but Ruossian defenses on all
these sectors are standing firm.

No Leningrad Trap

The Germans have apparently given up
the idea—for the time being at least—of
encircling Leningrad again, and their
attacks have now dropped to purely local
proportiens.  They have resumed small
attacks in the Severny-Donetz elbow.
Defenses on all these sectors are standing
firm.

Ice in the middle Yolga is rapidly
breaking up and it is expected that the
river will soon be open to all shipping,
according to despatches reaching Mosco'w.

The river is already open to some
local traffic; but masses of jce flogs—
and mines laid by the Germans—still have
to be cleared from the stretch between
Stalingrad and Astrakhan.

Last night's Russian communigque re-
ported only one small German attack on
a sector of the Volkhov front, only 72
miles southwest of Leningrad itsclf. The
attack was beaten off, and rive, machine-

Allies in E;rth Take
Heidous, 6 Miles
From Medjez

Allied troops on the northern
Tunisia front pushed forward yester-
day to occupy Heidous, a fown Six
miles north of Medjez El Bab, as the
Eighth Army brought up men and
equipment with which to launch ihe
final drive to knock the Axis out of
Africa,

Along the coast Eighth Army
patrols were in contact with enemy
defenses, which eccupied a line running
almost due west from the coast just south
of Enfidaville to the range of hills ex-
tending northeast and soutlywest about
35 miles from the coast.

Gradpally the Allied armies were draw-
ing & ring tightly around the Axis posi-
tions, as the Eighth Army advanced
slowly and steadily northward along the
coasl, the Anglo-American First Army
pushed westward in the north, and French,
American and British forces pushed nonth
from the region of Kairquan.

Meanwhile, the intense Allied acrial
offensive which has been aimed at Axis
transport, lroop concentrations, supply
lines and communications went on, with
raids on bases both In Tunisia and in
Sardinia, Sicily and southern Italy—the
bases from which any evacuation of the
cnefny from Morth Afrita must begin.

Axiz  forces still number between
175,000 and 200,000 veterans, Secretary
of War Henry L. Stimzon said in Wash-
ington vesterday., He said there was no
evidence that the enemy had tried to effect
an evacuation of its forces in Tunisia.

.58, Attack Orders

Mr. Stimson revealed that the American
troops on Rommel’s flank in Tunisia
were specifically ordered not to advance
bevond a certain line.

In the Tunisipn battle plan, which had
been devised by Gen. Alexander, the
Eighth Army was the piston head, and the
American, French and First Army troops
were the cylinder walls, he said.

His remarks were in reply to comment
from same newspapers that the Americans
had not cut through to the coast and
Jbottled up Rommel's forces in the south
before they could retreat.

* The plan of campaign,” he added,
“ pllotted the main effort (o the Eighth
Army, which was composed of o lurpe
number of  seasoned  divisions.  The
American forces and the French and
British First Army were to make holding
attacks intended to hold their positions
and contain as large a proporticn of the
Axis troops 4z possible.”
