The declatation of war was  voled
unanimously. by the [lalian | Cabinet
Friday, annopnced by the Foreipn Office
Saturday, and went into effect today.

The move was understood 1o have
been made with the approval of the Allies,
simce under the present armistice the
Ialian regime cannol make any importamn
international move without consulfing
the -Allied povernments.

The Foreign Office said frankly  that
the Cabinet hoped the decluration would
help Talv gain the right of entry into the
United Mations. f

In Washington, Tialinn  Ambasspdor

Steel City Pounded

On Sunday another surface fleet, com-
manded by Rear Adm. ©. C. Badger and
including the 45,000-ton battleships Towa,
Missouri- and  Wisconsin, pounded
Muroran, Japan's second most important
steel  city located on  the coast of
Hokkaido, the most northerly island in
the Jap home group:

Al the same time 1,000 carrier aircraft
mgain attacked targets on Hokkaido and
Honshu in o continuation of Saturday’s
aerial assanlt. MNimitz named no specific
targets, but Tokve Radio said Aomori,
the main Honshu port to Hokkaido, was
altacked,

The port of Muroran lies in a sheltered
harbor on southern Hokkaido.

Terrific explosions were heard from the
Mihon  works, slender stacks of the
Wanishi plant crumpled under the shell-
ing and much damage was caused along
the waterfront where the coaling docks
were situated, he ndded,

In the first day’s air attack, Nimitz
announced, carrier planes destroved 24
and damaged 62 encmy planes on the
ground and brought down one from the
air. In Tucsday’s raid 342 planes and
faur ships were destroyed or damaged.

The Japanese also reporled yesterday
that 150 fighter planes from Okinawa
attacked naval ond air bazes on Honshu,

On Borneo Australian troops captured

Fifty vears and over, 67 per cent no, 19
per cent ves and 14 per cent unslmdud.

India Conference
Ends in Deadlock

Termination of the Simla conference,
convened in MNorthern Indipn by Viceroy
Lord Wavell, after its failure (o reach a
“requisite of agreement’” on an interim
government for India, was announced by
the Indin Office in London Saturdoy.

The announcement said the Brtish
government “greatly regretted” that the
meeting, held with “'a view to the recon-
struction. of Wavell's executive council,”
had broken down.

¢ In Simla, Dr. Maulana Kelam Azad,
President of the All-Indian Mational Con-
press, blamed the “immediate’’ failure of
the conference on. the refusal of the
Moslem League to. permit non-league
Moslens on the Yiceroy's Council.
