Thiz minefield lies cleverly concealed on
the biitsed site of what was ong of
Londan’s lurgest department stores.

The T has been doing his stuff before

hibition which shows the equipment it lakes
to. provide for a British division.

The mine detectors; of & type invented
by a Polish officer and sergeant, are the
most popular of this Lype of feature, The
démonstrator  has. shown  hundreds  of
spectitors how to put on the earphones,
adjust the haversack, pick up the long
detector. which resembles an ovés=grown
carpet sweeper and weave through the Geld
of planted mines. The mine pattern is
changed each day and spectators never fail
fo cheer when a visitor succeeds In dis
covering the secret,

Anather big attraction is the Bofors gun,
which holds an arresistible appeal for Gls.
They like to =it in ihe litle seats and twirl
the easy-moving handles which wheel the
gun aroond at g rapid elip:

Two on a Match

How the nervous habit of twisting match

ends bagged a master

TINY lump of muod and a twisted,
half=burned  match  were the only
material cloes Colonel Paul Lafon-

taing, of the Military Intellizence, and M,
Vignard, of the French Surete, had in the
murder of Captain Lucian Clement and the
theft of the priceless war documenis from
a safe in the Quai d'Orsay,

It was late in the cvening of June 12,

1917, o critical moment in the first World

War, and the stolen plans were vital,
Two uwnknown men, resplendent  in

uniforms, gold braid and medals, imper- -

sonating General Boris Tcherbachel, ol
the Russion Imperial Staff, and his aide,
had entered the building openly, strangled
Captain Clement, overpowered two guards,
stalen the maps for o new offensive ngainst
Germany, and walked out.

The only additionsl lead the: police and
secret service had was that the larger of
the two spics and murderers bore an #ctuzl
striking resemblance to the femous Russian
soldier-diplomat.  General Tcherbachefi
was a tall, vobust, 'well-known, high-
cheeked, hearded figure, and no mere dis-
guise could hove sufticed for the daring
impersonation.  The supposed aide was
small, pale, slender, nondesoripl. They had
Iﬂﬁ’}rkﬂ; with sloves and an acetylene torch,
had leff no traces excepi o fleck of mud
on the lobe near Captain Clement’s bbdy
and  the curiously twisted, hall-burned
mateh which lay near the safe where they'd
heen using the tarch,

A few discarded -documents: had been
seattered on the faor, and on one of these
thers seemed to be a fainl [ootprint.

While the Surcte lnboratories went (o
work on the mud, the possible foatprint
and the twisted match, Colonel Lafoniaine
obtained photographs of the real General
Teherbacheff—who incidentally had  been,
in conference ot the HRussian Embassy
when the crime was committed—and made
composites-showing the man clean-shaven,
differently  bearded, moustached without

beard, and in costumes - which varied
from full dress lo that of a ragged ped-
dier. No matier what disguise the bozus
general might now  attempt, he -would
basically resemble at least one of these
photnres. .

Late that =ame night the laboratory
cheef made his report.

“The specimen of mud we analysed in-
cludes particles of silicates and a peculiar
sod rhinly permeated with endo=-mangan-
e quuit.rs. There were traces of endo-
manganese on the trodden  docoment.

Lo pro=
mote  vehabilitation of sl refurming
valerans of this wir, 4 pavernment project
was under wity to aid soidiers handicapped
by service-connected disabililies to pre-
pare for a new siake in life.

As a resulloof this project, thousands
of yeterans bearing the scars of war may
win i future brighter than: they otherwise
might have had.

A bov who may have just finished high
whaol amd wis working af an ordinary
job when he was called into sérvice may
bBecomie o lawyver—at government expenss
—if a war wound makes it impossible for
him to make a fiving at his ald job.

A college graduate who might have
been forced to take a job in industry
because he didn't have money enough to
g0 on o medical school may have the
way puved toward a docior’s degres—if
the sovernment finds he can’t do the in-
dustrial job becnuse of his serviee dis-
ability

A d who muay have driven a truck
bafore the war may become an aviition
gneineer, because the ‘heart trouble he
developed in =ervice ‘may eliminate the
trock-driving bar sgll aliow him to do
good work at a responsible technical posi.

Bad Eyes No Handicap

Bad eves might prevent & soldier from
resuming  his old positon a5 8 book-
Leeper, bul the povernment may trait
him 10 become a firsi-class farmer.

O£ 400,000 Men

OppositiontoConscription
Of Fathers Grows
In Legislature

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15—As Con-
gressional  opposition o the draft of
fathers grew, Lt Gen. Joseph MecNarney,
deputy chiel of staff, today told the House
Military Affairs Committes that the Army
must number 7,700,000 men by the end
of this vear to carry out the decisions
made at Quebec,

The Army now has 7,300,000 men. To
meet the figure asked by Gen, McMNarney,
men , would have 1o be induected at the
rate of 145,000 w0 175000 a month for
the remainder of the year.

Robert Patterson, Under-Secretary of
War, also told the committee the LLS.
would need an army of 7,700,000 men.

“Our strategic plans: for winning the
war call for an army of 7,700,000 by the
end ,of the year, wilh more o be raised
in 1944, he said. “Thiz force is -
dispensuble if the operations planned by
Gen. Marshall are to be carried out. OF
this force, mare than 2,000,000 are
destined for the army air forces.
