Over 50 Killed
In Train Wreck

Crack Express Plows Into
Wreckage of a Derailed
Flyer in N. Carolina

LUMBERTON, MN.C., Dec. 16—
Between 50 and 100 persons were killed
and more than 100 others were. injured
in o train wreck involving two crack
streamliners near here early today.

The temperature was below zéro, and
‘sleet and snow _had torn down telegraph
lines, when the southbound train on the
New York-Florida line jumped the tracks.

Evewitnesses said  passengers of  the
dernfled train tried lo build fires Trom
newspapers (o warn the engineer of a
northbound train, but the werning was
missed and the speeding luxury flyer
ripped into one of the derajled cars, cut-
ting it almost in half, Five coaches of the
northbound train leaped the tracks and
folded together like an accordion.

Just before the amrival of the north-
bound express two southbound freight
traing hoad been stopped by makeshift
flares, :

Both ssenger trains wene crowded
with pre-holiday travelers, many of them
servicemen headed home on  furlough.
Soldiers from nearby posts weére rushed
to the scene to help extricate the dead
and injured. Merchants intowns nearby
siripped “their stocks of blankets for sor-

The Red Cross sent nurses and other
aid to the scene. The wreckage was
twisted 50 badly that . acetylene torches
had to be wsed fo remove the injured
and dead from the shattered coaches:

Freczing témperatures, besides hilting
the northern states, nipped Looisiana,
Mississippi, Alabama, Georgia, the Caro-

The Disabled American  Yeterans
Association, althourh urging passage of
the Christmias bill, nsked Congress in
nddition to grant all men leaving the ser-
‘vices a three-month furlough at full pay.

Brig. Gen. Frank Hines, head of the
Veterans Administration, who spoke -in
favor of the bill, declared that the plight
of men already discharged deserved the
help and sympathy of évery American,

“Three hundred dollirs seems necessary
lo fide a man over until he gets a job
and finds a home,™ he said, It is a purely
temporary relief and does not eliminale
the necessity [or a scheme of permanent
benefits,”

5 Army Death Toll 15,334;

2,010 Are Killed in Italy

WASHINGTOM, Dec, 16 (AP)—U.5,
Army war caspunliies since Pearl Harbor,
Secretary of War Henry L. Stimson an-
nuounced today, inclunded 15,334 killed,
35,049 wounded, 23,725 missing and
24,486 prisoners.

Stimson spid Fifth Army casualtiez in
the Halian campaign were 2,010 killed,
%583 wounded and 2,826 missing. British
losses, he said, were somewhal smaller.

Yanks Seize
Beachhead,
Drive Inland

For Gasmata; Half of One
Landing Unit Wiped Out

LIS, troops af the Sixth Army in-
vaded and established a firm foothold
on Mew Britain carly Wednesday
morning in the most important Allied
ground move thus far to expel _1!145
Japanese from the Southwest Pacific.

A communique from Gen. Douglas
A, MacArthur's  headquarters said
last pight that Americans under the
command of L. Gen, Walter Kreuger
had seized their main  objective—{our
miles of flal coastline—at Cape Merkus,
and now were moving inkand under the
proiection of tanks toward Gasmala,
sirategic Jap base B0 miles away.

Land at Three Points

The landings were made at three poinis
after a week of pulverizing air attacks by
the Fifth Air Force and a 60-minute

naval bombardment by strong units of
the U.5. and Australian navies. :
The main assaunlt, on Pilelo, met weak
opposition.  One  diversionary “landing
was unapposed, but a second diversionary
force was met by heavy crossfire from
20 mm. guns. The United Press reported

before it reached the beaches.

Filelo was captured by noon affer the
Jap delenders had been annihilated by
guns from armored vebicles and light
tanks.

Pilelo 15 « tiny island just south of
Cape Merkus and is the site of the most
imporient enemy  defense points in the
aren.

Rabaul Ultimate Objective

The ultimate objective of the Sixth
Army froops undoubtedly is Rabaul, 260
miles from Cape Merkus on the northeast
tip of New Britain, Mililary observers
belipved the TS, force will edpe along
the coast to capture Gasmata, then, simol-
taneously with a blow from Bougainville,
swing the knockout punch in a mass sir-

sed Dperalion.

The invasion convoy on the aliernoon
of Dec. 14 slowly steamed up the Papuan
coast of MNew Guinea. In line in the
center were transports.  Abead of them
were auxiliary personnel destroyers. They
were old four-stack destrovers built n
the Stutes towards the end of the last war
and modified for use in amphibions opéri-
tions, They carried Migging: boats on
davits.

Rabanl, located on the northeast coast,
has been buoilt up by the Japs inta their
miost formidable air and sea base in the
South Pacific, That 15 why it has been
vniversally assumed that even alter the
Allies have wrested New Guinen and the
Solomons from the enemy, the caplure
of Rabaul would sill be a cosily and
difficule task. Suoch estimates, thanks to
air power and sirengthened sea power,
can now be revised in onr favor.

From Qctober 12 until the attack on
Mew Britain was launched Jap bases on
the island have been subjecied to a seres
of devastaiing taids by American aircraft,
same involving as many as 300 planes.
The result has been the destruction of
over 800 Japanese aircraft and the sinking
of somie 70 Japanese warships and cargo
vessele.  This loss to Japan has enabled
our own forces to meke a bold first step
in the drive to reconguer New Britain,

. Alveady it is possible to foresee the day
when Rabaul will fall, and on that day
Japan will have lost her hold on the
Southwest Pacific.

The Allied air forces between Dec. 10
and 12 devastated Mew Britain with more
than 3,000 tons of explosives. Bombing
appeared to follow the definite pattern of
knocking out the Japanese bases one al
A time.

Cape Merkes was sin’glied out for the
greatest bombardment of them all—more
than 100 bombers with a fighter screen
delivered a record bomb lond, The Japs
offered no aerial interception and ground
fire was wenk.

5 U.S. Vessels
Sunk at Bari

WASHINGTOM, Dee. 16 (AF)I—The
destruction of five American merchant
ships in a sbrprise raid by German air-
craft on Bari on Dec. 2 was announced
today by Secretary of War Henry L.
Stimson at a press conference.

Stimson said that Allied shipping in
the Italian harbor was heayily damaged.
Fires from Llwo burning ‘ammunition
ships, Stimson said, spread and caused
the loss of “several ships," among which
were the five American vessels.

The Secretary of War estimated that
there were about 1,000 casualties, includ-
ing 37 U.5. Navy personnel, He reported
that there was little loss of materinl, as
most of the-ships hzd been unloaded
before the attack.

First news of the raid was given in
Gen, Elsenhower's Dec. 4 communigue.
The Washington Post reported this marn-
ing, beforc Stimson's press conference,
that heavy damage was done.

Asked about the Post’s statement that
the Americins were cancht napping at
Bari, Stimson flushed and refused to make
o comment,

He caid that recently the Germans had
increased their aif strength in southern
lialy and had conducied some “‘heavy™

raids on Allied pory facilities.

Cherkassy and  Kremenchug, and last
night were within five miles of Smyela,
important rail junction in the sector.

As the Germans moved back in the
face of the barrage, the Russians deliverad
a counter-attack and drove the MNozis
from several yillages, : :

German radio told of npew Russinn
attacks in the direction of Khereon which
lies across the lower strefches of the
Dnieper, and between the Pripet and
Beresina Rivers, in White Russia.
