Here fﬂr the Final

General Visited FDR,
Marshall; Confers
'With Churchill

Gen. Dwight D, Eisenhower, com-
mander of- the trinmphant Allied
forces in North Africa and the Medi-
terranean, has assumed his duties in
the greatest job yet entrusted to him
—the attack on Hitler's western
European fortress.

His arrival in England and his
assumption of duties were disclosed
in a two-paragraph announcement
last - nmight from Supreme Headquarters,
Allied Expeditionary Force. This was
the first disclosure.of the official designa-
fion of the invasion command.

The briel official statement said that
the 53-vear-old General had broken his
jonrney from the Mediterranean to the
United Kingdom to confer with both
Prime Minister Churchill and President
Roosevelt aftér the Cairo and Teheran
conferences.

Simultaneonsly, it was announced in
Washington that Gen. Eisenhower had
journeyed back to the United States to
confer with both the Prezident and Gen.
George C. Marshall, U.S. Arimy chief of
stalf, before coming to England.

He apparently had conferred first with
Churchill in Morth Africa. -

Can Travel 67 Miles

The bomb filled with “liquid 4ic™ can
travel o total distance of 67 miles and is
mluase:_i from o transport plane fiying at
an altilude of 5000 metars (approx.

A stange looking orange blue flame
hangs in the air for minutes afier the
explosion,’” the eve-witness added.
