We cannot do a great deal with
Remagen yet. When we came in aver
the Ludendorl Bridge just nine days ago
we landed smack up against g towering
mountain,

We have been fghting in almost the
same sitbation ever since. Bul we are
inching forward step by step, cleaning out
the crags, flushing the woodland  dells,
mopping op Germans in the hillside
gullies.

Mazi smicide pilots are coming over in
the most daring siyle, When they do,
evervthing we have in the anti-airerafi line
Opens up.

There is sometimes more danger from |

spraying bits of metal from borsting anti-
aircraft shells than from German bombs:
We are petting flak happy.

There is something else at Remagen
that reminds me of Anzio and the grim
battles of laly fast year. The Germans
hield a perfect Caszing in miniature near
the bridpchead. The Germans call it
Drachenburg Castle. We call it Phaniom
Castle.

1t is o weird, eerie place perched on top
of o high hill. There is a road running
round the boltem of the hill and then
skirting up toward the top.

The casthe itsclf stands on a ruzped rock
right en top of that hill, the Drachenfels
or Drapon’s Rock, nearly 1,000 fect high.

Inside this rock is what is known as
the Dragon’s Cave where, says the
Wagnerian fable, Siepfried fought the
dragon o prove he was worthy (o marry
Wolan's davghter.

Reds Cut Into
Stettin Defense

" The long Eastern Front—except
for the vital seclor facing Berlin—
appeared to be on the move last night
as QGerman commentators reporied

five Ruossian offcnsives at widely
scatiered poinis between the Baltic and
Cezechoslovakia.

The two most powerful thrusts, accord-
ing 1o the MNazis, were directed agains
Stetlin, where Marshal Zhukov's forces
were reported fo have broken intoo the
port's inner defense line, and in Silesia,
where ong dispatch from Moscow said
“aur troops are smashing into the depths
of Germany.'”

The other battles were directed against
the Baltic pockets in East Prussia and
around Danzig and in the Hron River
valley of Crachoslovakiz, Farther south

in Hungary, the Soviets. were said to be
counter-attacking  against’ Wehrmachi

Fhuknv Attacks all Sides

1 the Stettin area, Lhukoy launched
