MNAPLES, May l6—Allied armies
massed within striking distance of the
Hitler Lime in Italy tonight after tear-
ing the Gustav Line below Cassino
to tatters, »

New advances brought under Allied
control the full length of the lateral
road from Cassino down to the sea,
which is roughly midway between the
two defense belts, and 4 communigque
announced that “all organized German
resistance has now ceased up to the road”™
behind the Gustav Line. The offensive
has driven beyond the road at some
points.

A veteran pilot of Spitfires and French
Arsenais, Gladych fell in love with the
Thunderbaolt at first Right and is in no
particular rush to leave Zemke's outfit.

German planes in his P47, and admits to
shaoting down seven with the RAF, but
conveniently doesn’t recall how many hc
brought down with the Poles and French
In the Batile of Britain lie operated with
the famous Polish 303 squadron which
led all RAF units in destroving German
riiders.

Falls2Miles Pulling
In Detached’Chute,
Then Lands in Sea

A 1.5, GENERAL HOSPITAL, May
16—5/5gt. Robert Givens, of Leoneth,
Minn., Eighth AF top lurret gunner, is
recovering from injuries after surviving
a series of almost incredible escapes from
death, ineluding 2 12,000-foot  plunge
through the air before his parachute
opened, and an hour in the Morth Sea.

By pulling in the harness straps, hand
over hant, ps he dropped, Givens finally
reached the rip cord and polled it after
descending about 12,000 feet, The sudden
opening of the ‘chute injured his back,
and he sulfered from exposure from the
hour he spent in the North Sen before
