There
are aotially units in the Ninth which have
been ' shified from one army 1o another
four times since D=-Day.

The Ninth arrived in Englind = soon
afier D-Day. lowas originally the Eighth
Army, but Gen. Eisenhower changed its
number so that it should not be confused
with the fpmous Britsi Eighth Aoy

It was orgzinally planned 1o Xeep the
Minth in England tll October, but the
speed of the Allied advance afier the
MNormandy breakthrough speeded up the
time-table. The Ninth took over the
Brittany operation and the siege of Brest
from Sept. 5.

Afier teking Brest the Ninth moved
into Luxemburg for a timesbefore taking
up its present position. 1L i now between
the British Second and LU.5. First Armies.
