The Japanese announced with great
fanfare that their “Imperial Fleet has
finally made its nppearance off Formosa,"
and this, moch, at least, of a sensitional
announcement from Tokyo appeared. 1o
find corroboiation in the latest com-
munigue from: Adm. Chester W. Nimilz,
which said tersely that “rhiz fight (of
Forimosa) is continuwing.  Further details
will be released as (hey become available.™

Sensational Claims
Adter pnoouncing that ity flest had
finally come out of hiding and been com-
mitted to action, the Japancse claimed
o pgreat “wvictory” on a par  with the
damage they inflicted at Peml Harbor,

“Casuplties were ligh,” an Army
spokesman said of the conflict, which
lasted for almost three weeks, “Muoch
viluable information on the construction
of the forts in the Metz arca was gained.”

Still Being Shelled
The attack on Fort Driant, which ip
still under American artillery fire, showed
that the casemates could stand up against
the heaviest field guns at close range,
dispatches said. :
