He told o press conference that Allied
progress in laly, the Russian advance in
the east and She standardization of air-
plane parts and eqaipment would ke
it possible for Allied planes o take off
from Italy. bomb German-occupied areas,
land in Russia to refuel and take on new
bombs, and return o Tialy after dropping
a second bomb load.

Cites MNuazl Air Strength

Here to receive the Poor Richard Clab’s
1943 medal for achievement in organizing
the Afr Forces, he farccast that Germiany
would fight to the lass ditch and declared
that the German defensive air force at
present. iz stronger than it has ever
been.'” He predicled, haowever, that Allied
superiority would be maore pronownced as
the European air war neared its climax.

Battling at Gateway

Low-flying Stormoviks, raking e-
treating Germans in  the Pripet
marshes, left mile-long columns of
burning vehicles and  dead men
yesterday as the Red Army laid
siege 1o the large communications
center of Rovno in Poland and
pressed  the enemy  back  toward
Latvia and Estonia with fierce tank
and infantry attacks in the north.

_German counter-blows east of -Vin-
mits 0 the Ukraine meanwhile rose to
the pitch of last month's unsuceessful
cfiensive agninst the Kiey bilge as Mar-
shal Yon Mansicin threw heavy tank
forces into o bloody effort to drive the
Russians bock over the severed milway
running west from Smyela to the Gdessa-
Lwow line. E

Three separate columns of Gen. Nicolai
Vatutin’s First Army advanced on Rovno,
50 miles inside the Polish border, through
which runs the Kiev-Warsaw and Odessa-
Warsaw  railwavs, the Kiev-Warsaw
highway and the Rovno-Lwow highway.

Close In On Last Buarrier

The nearest uonits, after capturing
Tuchin, 14 miles noctheast of the im-
portant junction, closed in yesterday on
Goringrad, the last remaining outpost,
on the west bank of the Gorin River.
Anather column, driving down the rail-
road from Sarny, was only Slightly
farther away.
