Leave Junk—Keep Going

If you ever prowl into a wrecked and
abandoned house, in some villaze on the
Continent, and find o nice, shiny Luger
lying carelessly on the table—stop and
think.

It may have been [orpotten by some
Jerry shave tail on the lam. It is muoch
more likely, however, ta be just abiout as
safe (o handle as a feed-suck full of
diamond-back rattlers. If you really
know what you're doing, it is possible 1o
pass a thin-bladed Knile or a wire probe
under and around the suspected object.
Il “it meets an obstruclion where there
shouldn't be anyihing, then look out—
it's hot!

Remember those pistols, they are a
favorite bait. So are German officers’
field glasses. They are alwavs suspicious
and should invariably be regafded as
guilty until proved innocent—preferably
by somebody else.

Everything is Dangerous

The possibilities of booby trups are
almost endless, 50 any attempt to it
them would be pseless. A fow examples
may be described, however, and the in-
formation will be helpful to the soldier
who remembers that it only scratches the
surface.  The best protection is care,
more care amnd n damned suspicious
nature,

Look out for everything in captured
territory. Anything may be a mine, every-
thing is dangerous—and o man only
makes ane mistake.

This business of Killing unsuspecting
men behind thelrown lines [s.dirty pool

—but it is a German specialty which
they have developed with typical German
thoroughness. The booby traps | the
enemy leaves behind him  have  been
cleverly planned to take advantage of the
perfectly natural actions of 2 normal man
who believes he iz safe, at least for the
moment,  That is why they are so
dangerons. . That is why the uimost care
must always be used.

One new wrinkle the Germans have
been psing is a smoke canister, rigeed as
a booby trap. Left behind by retiring
troops, these smoke pots don't hurt any-
body. They don't even scare a man.
But when one of them goes off it does
reveal to German machine-gun or artil-
dery spotlers exactly where advancing
troops are located, They are irip-wire
pobs and extreme care is the best protec-
lion agninst them, g

One-Way Mine

Another ingenious stunt, worked! out
by the Jerries, depends on two trees ge
heavy stakes and a “T" shaped trip wire
arrangement. The cross line of the YT
parallels the German front, with each
end firmly tied to o tree trunk of stake,

From the center of this wire nnother
runs ‘straight abiead, toward the direction
from which Jerry expects us 1o adyance,

/AL the end is  the mine, with a pull-firing

mechanism attached 1o the wire,

If o German soldier, advancing towand
the front, trips over the wire, the mine
iz not exploded since the trees take the
shock and the slack in the wire (o the
mine itsell is incrensed instead of being
taken up.
