Miners’ Chief

Lewis Tells FDR Workers
Want a New Contract,
Not a Strike

NEW YORK, Apr, 30—John L.
Lewis, president of the United Mine
Workers, withdrew  slightly  from his
adumant position today and, in a message
to President Roosevelt, hinted that if
negoliations could be resumed with the
Appalachian zoft coal operators he might
not issue the strike call scheduled for
midnight tonight.

The President agpea]od to the miners
vesierday not to hamper the war eflort
by o strike. His message indicated that if
Lewis called his men out troops might be
sent inta the coal fields.

If the President orders troops into the
minehelds it was believed they would
prabably be used to protect miners who
chose to disregard the strike call and re-
main al work. Obzervers also saw a possi-
bility that draft  deferments  pranted
miners might be cancelled, thus placing
them under the control of the Army. In
that event they could be ordered inlo the
mines, as soldiers, and forced to continue
petting out coal.

Altﬁuugh the deadline was midnight
tonight, some 70,000 miners already had
left the shafts by carly today.

Following the President’s message,
Lewis called an emergency meeting of the
union’s executive commitiee here.  Afier
the meeting he informed the President
that the miners “want an agreement.”

*The agreement was wilfully blocked
by the mine owners,'" Lewis said. *'We
respectfully adyvise that, in our judgment,
an agreement could be reached by collec-
tive bargaining. That is the logical way

U.S., British, French
Now Control All
Key Points

Allied troops were reported last
night to be within sight of Tunis and
Bizerta in their drive on the northern
Tunisian front. In spite of a general
counier-offensive mounted by the
Germans along the whole front in an
effort to stop the Allied progress,
American, British and French (roops
not only held control of all key poinis
but advanced on some parts of the
front. :

Sidi Abdallah, the hill from which
British infantry were forced (o withdraw
on Tuesday, is now back in Allied hands.
Sidi Salem, from which British troops
were again forced, 15 also back in British
hands for the third time. :

The strength of the enemy’s counler-
attacks was heavy, but they were proving
costly in the bloody fighting which was
raging. Attacks on the Axis supply lincs
have resulted in the sinking of two more
vessels in the Gulf of Tunis and the
Sicilian Straits [rom air attacks, and
direct hits were scored on another,

Other Allied planes kept up  theic
attacks on enemy airdromes in Tunisia
and on the enemy front lines and con-
centrations,

Savage Counter-Attacks

Axis defensive activity reached counter-
offensive proportions, as tanks and mfan-
try were flung with savage abandon

pgainst the recently captured American
and French positions all along the boiling
Tunizizn front,

The British were slowed but not
halted by the very fierce Axis counter-
attacks in the Medjez El Bab arven, and
Americans to the north made slight gains,
though forced to fight off enemy attacks
throughout the day.

Fighting reached o higher intensity af

WITH THE AMERICAN ARMY IN

TUNISIA, Apr. 30—A 550,000 pisce of
junk lay between two conflicting armics.

That is typical of how the American
Army's maintenance men are  saving
dallars and lives by recovering and putling
damaged vehicles back into action.

A tank knocked out and laken by the
enemy is o double loss, for it adds to his
strength in equal measure as it sublracts
from your own, and the Germans arc
perhaps the most adept soldiers in the
world al seizing and adapling enemy
equipment to their own use.

“In one batile we pot back and re-
paired two half tracks captured from us
by the Germans ina previous fight,"" said
Lt. Carter. “They had been re-marked
with the German Cross and division sign,
We knocked them out, capiured them and
fixed them up and now they're back on
our szide.” e

The damaged vehicles are located dur-
ing the day and after sundown the job
gets under way.

Fight Way Back

M few of the patrod, well armed apainst
the possibility of meeting German patrols,
form a protective screen for some distance
around the vehicles 1o be salvared and
elmost simultancously the repair crews
rush vp with wreckers.

In addition to the danger of being
killed or captured, there is the ever-present
possibility of maintenance men having to
fight their way back to their lines. The
men also face the menace of booby-iraps,

“When the vehicle has been hooked
on to the wrecker and we have checked
the possibility of road mines and boohy
ltaps, we go out at a given signal with

the security patrol—each man armed with
a tommy gun—to protect our rear,” said
Lt. Carter.

Particularly thrilling was the experience
of two technicians, Joseph Valley, 26-
year-old drecker driver, of Broughton,
Pa., and Warrant Officer John Colley, of
Grayson, Ky., who has been in the Army
more than 15 years, They brought buck
through German territory a jeep full of
exploding ammunition which lit up the
battlefield like a giant Roman candle.

Sulvaged Blazing Jeep

They had hooked the damaged jeep to
a wrecker and had recovered the body of
a dead American lieutenant when their
patrols ran in, shouting: “The Germans
are coming from both sides. Get out of
here !

As the big wrecker trundled off, a short
circiit in the jeep’s wiring set the litle
vehicle on fire and the spreading flames
ignited boxes of ammunition still piled
inside it.

“With that stulf whizzing all around
our ears, Colley stood on the running
board directing me where 1o drive,” said
Valley. “*We didn’t lose any time pulling
out either. Before we could stop to put
out the fire we had to drive through
German patrolled territory,

“We finally got to a safe place and
smathered the flames with a couple of fire
extinguishers.  While we were crossing
that battlefield those exploding tracers,
grenades and rifle bullets made flames
15 feet high which were visible for miles.”

2 Laws Extend
Veterans’ Aid
ToPresentWar

Set Up Rehabilitation
-And Pension
Procedure

WASHINGTON, Apr. 30—Veterans
of this war arc-entitled to be hospitalized
or domiciled in Veterans Administration
facilities on the same basis as veterans of
World War 1, under two recently adopted
Federal laws.

That means that any man now in the
armed services will be able 1o pet treat-
ment whether or not the dizability from
which he suffers is a result of his service,

In addition, the laws provide for the
vocational rehahjlitation of men disabled
in the service during this conflict. Each
man will be given tmining (0 overcome
whatever handicap results from his war
wounds or other injuries, and will gel o
pension running from $10 o £ 100 per
month, Special benefits, in excess of those
pensions, exist for serious disabilities.
They run as high as 5250 per month in
addition to the pension.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Apr. 30—Wam-
ing that “we will never have cnough of
anything until the war ends,” H. G.
Bacheller, director of the War Production
Board's stec] division, told sicel makers
here that the present supply of steel is
considerably less than' the demand. He

steel will have to limit their demands to

the bare minimem. Even at that, there
won't be enough to go around, Bacheller
said.
