Americans Thrust Past Laon

After driving 60 miles in 48 hours, halfway from the Seine to the,Belgian border, British armor won a bridge-
head across the Somme River yesterday at Amiens; where the *Black Day” defeat of the German Army in
1918 forced Ludendorff's quest for peace. »

As the British broke out into the open, the US, First Army stabbed north of Laon toward the Belgian
border—an unconfirmed report said U.S. troops were 26 miles from Belgium—and Gen. Patton's Third Army
rolled through 5t. Dizier, east of Vitry and little more than 80 miles from Germany, and northeast from Rheims
and Chalons, 2

Three ﬁklljcd armigs were attacking north and northeast aleng a 115-mile [ront from Laon to Rouen in what
a Reuter dispatch from SHAEF called one coordinated drive toward' the rocket coast, while German -
resistance was collapsiog along almost the whole line, said an AP dispatch from SHAEF, suggesting, that Field
Marshal von Kiuge finally—and perhaps again too late—had decided to pull out even from the Somme.

But the French are still pretty hungry
and the black market prices which pre-
vailed since the Allies stormed the
Normandy beaches and cut off the Paris
food supply are still Aoorishing.

‘hutter 520, a kilo of sugar 53, a package
of French cigareites 53 and a bottle of

wine which before the war sold for 24
cenls now brings 38, As for meat, the
Parisian rolls his eves and spreads his
hands in resignation ab the memory.
When they had it the Parisians paid 57
a kilo.
Very Little Electricity

Today in Paris there is so littde elec-
tricity that the lights are on only for two
hours in the late afternoon and evervihing
is dark at night.
