turned lo England with more gruesome drama and pathos aboard it than
possibly any bomber that ever fought its way back from enemy territory,
2/Lt. John C. Morgan, of Amarijlla, Tex., yesterday was awarded the Con-

gressional Medal of Honor, America’

s highest award for bravery in dction.

The award, [ourth of its kind to men of the Eighth Air Force, was made

by Lt. Gen, Ira C. Baker, TL.S. air chiaf
in the ETO.

Morgan, a fight offficer pecently trans-
ferred from the ROUAF at the fime, was
serving as co-pilot on the Fortress Ruthie
II' when' the ship took off for Hanover,
Giermany, last July 28, Tt was not until
the bomber was withing 20 minuies fiying
time of the German border that the pilot,
1/Lt, Bobert L. Campbell, of Liberty,
Miss., took the controls.

Oxygen Tanks Blasted

Soon after, Ruthie TT was attacked by
a flight of German fighters. On their first
pass one Germuan ship sent 20mm. shells
ko the Ruthie's mideiff, puncturing the
oxygen tanks above the ball-turret which
supply the two waist gunners, the tail
gonner and fhe mdio man.

A zecond later a 20mm. shell and a
miachine-gun  bullet shattered the wind-
shigld and “struck Lt, Campbell in the
head. The pilot fell forward over the
conirol column, wrapping his arms arcund

it.

“Campbell was not killed instantly,’”
Li. Morgan said, “and  although only
semi-conscions, he instinctively struggled
with the confrols,™

Morgan, a 310-pound, six-foot, three-
inch powerhouse, strugeled (o pet the
Fortress under control. It had plunged
downward when the wounded Camphbell
funged Torward over the controls.

By sheer strength, Morgan leveled the
plane off and pulled it back into forma-
fion. The co-pilol could not get help, the
ship's communicition syvstem had been
destroved.

Specin] w0 The Starasand Siripes
WASHINGTON, Dec, 19—The Bark-
fey bill, providing mustering-out pay for
servicemen, has been passed by the Senate
and zent to the House for approval. Final
action, however, is not cxpecied before
Congress convenes following the Christ-
MAs IoCess,

Under the bill, written by Majority
Leader Alben W. Barkley (Dem., Ky).
servicemen will be paid, on demobiliza-
tion, sums rangmg from 5200 to- 3500,
Barkley ¢stimated the total cost would be
between three and four billion dollars.

5500 to servicemen who have been oui
of the countey-for 18 months or more.

5400 to those in service outside the
United Stales from 12 to 18 months.

NazisBatile
Fiercely for
Kirovograd

Russian troops last night were con-
verging fram three directions on Kiro-
vograd, important rail junction town
in the Dnieper Bend, in the face of
German resistance made desperate by
realization that the loss of Kirovo-
grad would strangle Nazi communica-
uons in the area,

Dive-bombers and large tank forces
were being used by the Germans, but
disparches from Moscow said that steady
Russian progress was being made. -

 Meanwhile, although Moscow remained
sileni on fighting in the area; German
sources admiited that the Red Army had
closed an iron ring arcund Nevel, i
White Russia.
Situation ‘Extremely Serious’

The German-controlled STB  news
agency in Stockholm deseribed, the Nevel
siuation as “extremely serious.”  Berlin
radio admitted 1hat *ceaseless Russian'
attacks from north, east and south had
forged - the Germans back on  to
“shortened front line.”

Some of the biggest air battles of the
year were being fought out in the Kirova-
grad sector.

SIXTH ARMY HQ, Mew Guinea, Dec,
19 (UP)—Troops of the Sixth Army on
Mew Britain today moved towards the
first of the prest mountain ridges running
up the center of the Pacific island after
consolidating  their positions on  the
Arawe Peninsula and capturing Umtin-
gulu, the main jungle base in the area,

The U.5. men threw out feelers east and
west as well as inland from the Arawe
Peninsula, but no land clashes developed
with the Japs.

An indication that the enemy is being
forced to move back guickly is given in
the announcement that Jap field guns
were included in the first list of war booty
captured on Arawe.

The Texas shock troops of Gen.
Krieper's army which are fanned from
their bridgehead are getting strong air
support, and Fifth Air Force fighters are
patrolling the skies in readiness for any
Japanese attacks which may be launched
from Rabaul, 240 miles away  to the
northeast,

The U.5. diive on Bougainville is being

A Good Gremlin Told the Kremlin

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19—Tresident
Roosevelt, npon his return to the White
House after the series of conferences in
the Middle East, revealed that st Josef
Stalin’s jnsistence, he stayed at the Rus-
sfan, rather than the American, Embassy
in Teheran becsnse of g German plot,

The President revealed that he was
confacted by Stalin and uried (o come 10
the Russian Embassy because the Soviet
Premier had been' informed of the plot
against the “hig three' conferecs and be-
cause the streets of Teheran leemed with
Mazi apents. .

Mr. Roosevelt added, laughingly, that
he agreed to Stalin’s uest: becpuse if
a German spy were o have caught the
“hig threg” together, it wonld  have
répresented a pretty good haul. A large
compound made the Russlan Embassy
relatively easy to guard, and his presence
there obyiated the President’s need to
travel through the sireets.

# Eighth in New Gains

The Fifth's victory, sccompanied by
advapces on two other sectors, coincided
with new gaing on the Eighth Army's
Adriatic front, wheré the enemy threw
eight battalions of paratroops into the
line and counter-attacked hercely wilh
tanks and Oame-throwers,

In spite of the German resistance, which
cost the enemy heavily in losses, Allied
troops tightened their hold on the vital
Ortona-Guardiagrele road and New
Zealanders captured the litde village of
Pogeio Fiorita, four miics northeast of
Orsogna, and were teported to  have
broken into the outskiris of Orsogna itsell.

Hand-to-hand fighting was developing
in these areas, according to reports reach-
ing Allied headguarters, and the invading
Mew Zealanders were said to be meeting
a strong artillery barrage from enemy
field guns behind the front line.

French Troops Advance

Along the castern end of the Fifth
Army front, Allicd troops drove the
Germans  from the villagze of San
Ceruasola, 2,000 feet up in the hills three
miles mnarthwest  of Filignano,  Srill
farther east, French troops advanced at
i number of places,

Correspondents reported that in this
sector the Germans were hurriedly con-
structing pillboxes and defense positions
in_anticipation of an Allied ofiensive.

WASHINGTON, Deg, 19—Penicillin,
though highly effective aguinst certain
types of bacteria, s neither a *“mirscle
drug™ nor a *‘cure-all,™ the Army Medical
Corps reported today on the basis on com-

prehensive tests in 32 general hospitals.

“The most dramatic results in the se
of penicillin,” Maj, Champ Lyons re-
ported in o summary of the fests, “are
reliel from pain and quick restomtion |.
of a normal appetite, even in scriotsly

wounded men.”
