ALLIED HQ, New Guinea, Jan, 20—

Novgorod Capture
Bared in a Stalin

MNovegorod, southern anchor of ihe
Germans'  110-mile. front  below
Leningrad and junction of five im-
portant railways, was taken by storm
yesterday by Gen. Merelskov's
northern armies. )

Its capture, announced last night
in an order of the day from Marshal
Stalin, came less than a week aflter
opening of the Russians’ northern
alfensive.

Its Fall meant that Germun Tortifications
alonz the Yolkhov River below Lenin-
grad now had been broken at both ends.
Gen, Meretskoy’s break-through in the
south and Gen, Govorov's in the north
already hove lopped some 30 miles oft the
original 110-mile line.

More than 25000 Germans have besn
killed on the Leningrad front since the
offensive began and abouwt 15,000 more
died at the southern end of the line near
Movgored, last night's  Russian  com-
munique claimed.
