Under high school rules, a guarter is
eizht minotes, while college teams play
a full 20-minute half without a break
cxcept for times oul.

Under the rules to be used in the ETO
meet, there will ‘be two-mingie inlermis-
sions between the first and second qoarters
and between the third and fourth guarters,

besides 8 fen minpte break between the
halves.

Officials also may declare intermissions
in the second and fourth quarters pro-
viding there has not been time out taken
by either team durng the first four
minutes of those guarters.

Each team will be allowed ten minutes
warmup time before the game.

The squads will be limited to 12 men,
ten of whom must be plavers. After these
names have been  entered, no  further
changes in personnel will be allowed., All
the teams will be allowed to enter one
officer as a plaving member.

Effective Mar. 21, all stocks and future
production of dehydrated Irish potatocs,
sweel polaioes, cabbape, carrots, beets,
onions and rutubagas are reserved, and
others may be added later. Dehydrated
soups are not reserved under the order.

While military needs will have priority
on the supplics of these seven dehydrated
products the arder provides for the release
of such quantities as may be found
necessary for civiliin consumers,

Civilian consumers are affected only
indirectly by the order and not to a
significant extent.
