About 1,500 Japanese soldiers were
drowned in the Bismarck Sea Sunday
when a Fifth Air Force air fleet
pounced on a Jap convoy of five
vessels Irying to sneak through the
Allied biockade to bomb-batiered
Wewak, New Guinea, and sank every
ship, Gen. MacArthur's communique
said yesterday.

Late Saturday night a naval recon-
naissance plane spolted the Jap fleet
steaming toward the Mew Guines cosst
{rom the divection of the Philippines and
by Sunday noon 200 aircraft—including
Liberptors, Miichells, Bostons and
fighters—had sunk two (roop-packed
transporis of about 6,000 tons each and
thiree destrover-corvelie escorts.

Capture of two Japaness strongholds
in northern Burma  was  announced
yesterday by Lt. Gen. Joseph Stilwell's
headquariers as about 325 miles to the
soutliwest in the area west of the Chind-
win River a Jap column advancing to-
ward the Indisn frontier was engaged hy]
an Allied force:

With the capture of Somprabum, one
af the strongholds: captured yesterday,
which lies about 50 miles from the Indian
frontier in the region through which the
proposed new Burma road to China will
rin, the Allics drove to within 80 miles
af the Jap rail junction ol Myitkyina.

The fall of Jambu Bum, another north
Burma strongpoint, gave Gen. Stilwell
complete contral of the Hokawng Valley
and. access o the Mogmmg Valley, in
which is located the village of Mogaung,
narthern terminus of the railroad to
Rangoon.

The Jap hill position of Jambuo Bum
fell 1o Chinese troops after a two-day
battle.  After artiflery had softened up
enemy installations. the Chinese made a
frontal assanlt on the hill &3 another unit
garried out an outflanking movement.

Russia's insistence that its five armis-
tice terms, including a break with Ger-
many and internment of German troops,
be sccepted by Finland before any dis-
cussions leading to cessation of hostilites
gitve Finland no opportunity “to. expiain
her own paoint of view before accepling
the conditions,” a communigue’ said.

As-a result, it added, *the Finnish
povernment thought it impossible toagree
to terms which would deeply affect the
nation, without having any securily as
o’ their interpretition and as to their
contents.”

and that if the lights go out that they're
still in position (blast may have disturbed
them) when you light ARP lanterns or
candles.

“Only a couple of men are needed to
watch for incendiaries on the roaf, but if
they're reported a squad should be ready
o up, . Make sure that all ARP
equipment is in good shape, and ready for
instant use.

“If fire bombs. fall inside a building
tackle them at once. But if they.drop
outside in the road or on a concrete roof
and don’t appear to be starting fires,
leave them alone to burn out. MNever
start putling out incendiaries outside until
vou're sure that there are none in the
building (it shouold be searched from top
to bottom), or lodged on the roof.

“Don't carry incendiaries that didn’t
ignite around with wou. They're liable
to detonaie if dropped and an  ex-
plosive one can kill. Turn them, and
anything else you find, in to wardens or
police. You're breaking the law il you
don’t.

“And here’s 'n point which [ think is
important.  Don't  feel ‘embarrassed’
because you're wearing uniform, at taking
shelter. Some soldiérs have said they fecl
ashamed to zo into a-shelter, but civilinns
will think yeu're crazy il you don’t,
Soldiers will be wanted outside when fire
hombs and fires need to be dealt with, or
when there's rescue work 1o be done, and
they'll be told soon enough.'”
