Admiral Isoroku Yamamoto, com-
mander-in-chief of the combined
Japanese feet—and who once
boasied he would dictate peace terms
in the White House—has been killed
while directing operations aboard an
aircraft-carrier, Tokyo radio an-
nounced today.

Mews of Yamamoto's death ower-

shadowed the reports of the battle for
Attu Island, where American planes and
ground forces are pounding Chicagol
Harbor—the Japs' last stronghiold on the
small Aleutian island,

Yamamoto, naval attache in Washing-
ton from 1921 to 1924, already has been
replaced by newly-promoted Admiral
Mineichi Koga, former Jap naval chief
in Chinese witers.

American naval men here said they
were unaware of any-sea combat in April
sufficiently tmportant to have claimed the
aftention of Jupan’s highest naval officer.

U.S. Planes from Africa
Raid Italian Bases

ALLIED HOQ, North Africa, May 21
(APy—American fighters and  bombers
destroved 113 enemy plancs on raids on
Italy and Sardinia yesterday in what was
officially called “onc of the greatest
victory days in the history of the strateric
air forces.'”

Aircraft of half a dozen tvpes partici-
pated in  whirlwind attacks, during
which 91 Axis aircraflt were destroyed on
the ground and 22 ambilious Axis pilots
were sent down in flames. The roll-call
of enemy zerial disasters amounted to 186

Radlar is one of the marvels made pos-
sible by the electron tube, Ulira high-
frequency waves traveling with: the speed
of Light can be focused to scan the air
and sen. When these waves sirike an
nemy ship, sob or plane they bounce
back. Radio waves travel af a consiant
speed of 186,000 miles per second, which
