Britain's newest fighter, which, it was
admitted, saw action as long ago s the
Dieppe raid in August, 15 raled at better
than 400 miles an hour at its operational
height, which js still secret.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 22 (AP }—Fight-
ing French headquarters in the 1.5, today
announced that Maj. Sarrat, commander
af the French garrison on Martinique, had
“escuped U from that Caribbean island
and had joined the Fighting Frencl.

The announcement guoted Sarrat as
saying that since the American landings
in’ Morth Africa the bulk of the French
population in Mirtinigue had heen apenly
hostile o the Vichy Government,

The announcement said that Sarrat and
other volunteers who had recently arpived
from Marlinique related that a petition
signed by several hundred PETSONs was
submitted to  Adm, Georges  Robert,
French High Commissioner, urging the
re-eniry  of the  French  Caribbean
posscssions into the fight against the Axis,

The U5, does not recognize Martinigue
a8 a Vichy poizession but denls directly
with Adm, Robert as * the ullimate
French authority "' in the Caribbenn

An agreement had been concluded with
him which safeguarded American interests
against Axis intrigue or a surprise moye
