Duck Into Rhine

Saves Two Gls
Of Patrol’s 16

URDINGEN ON THE RHINE, Mar.
22—Sixteen of them crossed the Rhine
to probe the German outpost line on the
east bank. Twenty-six nightmare hours
later, two of them réturned.

They were on a night patrol, one of
many searching out the Mazi river-edge
defenses, and had almost reached the far
bank when the Germans heard them
coming and daylighted the sky with flares.
Then machine-gunners and burp guns
opened up on the patrol. “There wasn't
anvthing to do except jump under the
water and stay there,” recalled Plc
Mario Di Leonardo, of Providence, R.1.,
one of the pair who made it back, “They
always said that bullets won't do much
harm if you're a foor under water, The
system worked."

It worked for I Leonardo and for his
buddy, Pfc Edward Smith, of Crossville,
Tenn. They don't know, though, how it
worked for the 14 others—becanse they
never saw them apain.

They tried to make theic way back to
the American side, despite the swilt cur-
rent, but they had to give up.
