Roosevell recopnized the Russian Army's
anniversaty in a message o Stalin,  He
expressed America'’s * profound admira-
tion ** for the Red Army's * magnificent
achievements,” which, be said, wers
* pnsurpassed inall history.”

* The Red Army and the Russian
peaple;”’ the President said, * have
surely started Hitler's forces on the road
to uitimate defeat and have earned the
Iasting admiration of the people of the
United States.” :

Oiher officials, labor leaders, writers
and the press also voiced their praise of
the Russians’ accomplishmenis.

Stalin's order claimed that the mass
expulsion of the enemy from Russion soil
has started.

“ In the most difficult winter condi-
tions,” he declared, * the Red Army is
now advancing along a front of 1,500
kilometers (about 900 miles) and every-
where achieving success.”

Hitler's stooge armies from Rumania,
lialy and Hungary have been completely
smashed, Stalin asserted.

Russian strategy, Stalin said, does not
hinge alone on driving the enemy out of
the ‘country. * The Red Army's aim,'
he said, * s also not to allow a dingle
enemy oul of our country alive.”

Most Vi{:ﬁﬂlﬁ Service Men
In Worst U-Boat Blow
To U.S. in Atlantic

WASHINGTOMN, Feb. 23 (AP)—The
LS, MNavy Department reporied today
that more than 850 persons, mostly ser-
vice personnel, were dead or missing
following the torpedoing of two Ameri-
can passenger and cargo ships by U-boats
in the north Atiantic early this maonth.
The sinkings occurred within four days
of each other.

* Both attacks occurred at might and
both ships sank within 30 minutes,'" the
communigque said.  * The loss of life
among the crews and passengers, the latter
comprising civilians and personnel of the
Army, Mavy, Marine Corps and Coast-
suards, was heavy in both sinkings.”

The =inkings were one of the most
severe blows vet dealt to north Atlantic
shipping by U-boais, at least insofar as
the loss of valuable personnel was con-
cerned, It was America’s heaviest loss
in' the Atlantic. -

Losses Described

More than 600 of the 900 persons
aboard the first vessel and more than half
of approxinmtely 500 persons aboard the
second were dead or missing, the Navy
said.

A Mavy spokesman, who said no delails
of the altacks had reached Washington
vet, said most of those lost were members
of the Army, Navy, Marine Corps or
Coastguard. ~ The eivilians were assumed
{o be [echnicians or other war workers.

All German attempts (o break

through the Allied positions on the

| quarters in MNorth Africa yesterday.
The 26-ton Churchill tanks have been
in action, it was announced.

Biggest Thrust Halted

American and British troops, aided by
aireralt, stopped Rommel's most danger-
ous sitack in central Tunisia in heavy
fighting throughout Monday.

The American combat teams defending
Tebessa sent another and even sironger
thrust reeling back towards the Kasserine
Gap.

British troops were still  holding the
Germans locked in battle about four miles
south of Thala as Rommel sirove
tdesperately for a breakthrough.

and, as fir as latest reports indicate, they
have not yet been reinforced.

Many stories are now filtering through
of Chingse peasent resislance o Japancse
occupation.

Food, Clothes, Luxuries,
Sports Would Be Cut
Under Plan

NEW YORK, Feh. 23 (UP)—A reducy
tion in food consumption 1o thres-quarters
of the pre-war figure, a cut of one-third
in clothes, and of the same amount in
wines and beer, is part of a plan for
LS. war economy designed by James F,
Byrnes, LULS. Director of Economic
Stabilization.

The plan, it was expiained, has been
braught forward so that it could be put
o operation in the event of a long war,
but it 15 not for immediate use and would
be put in effect gradually if used.

It wias said (o be based on the theory
that every family should have 51,500
worth of good and services every vear.
Anything below that, it is tonsidered,
would impair efficiency.

Professional sports would be halved
under the plan and the supply of news-
print would be cut by four-fifths.

KnoxSees Drop

But U-Boat Still Menace,
Navy Secretary Says;

WASHINGTON, Feb. 23 (UP}—The
sinking by U-boats of Allied merchant
shipping has declined in t(he last threc
months, Secretary of the Navy Frank
Knox declared today,  He emphasized,
however, that the submarine was still a
grave menace o shipping,

Col. Knox also said negotialions were
in progress under which the French fleet
at Alexandria would join the Allied cause,
Megotigtions, he added, were still in
progress between the US. and French
authorities in Martinique for cooperation
of French warships in the West Indies.

Col. Knox said the battleship lowia had
now been commissioned  seven months
shead of schedule, while another 45.000-
ton battleship, the New Jersey, would
probably be commissioned within the next
two maonths.

The 43,000-ton lowa, capable of 35
knots, was launched last September. The
estimated cozt of the ship, one of five
under constroction, was S 100,000,000, 1t
carries nine 16-inch gons, 20 five-inch
guns, and 16 1.1-inch anti-aircraft guns.

But Nation Would Insist
On Pre-War Standing

STOCKHOLM, Feh. 23 {(AP)—Fin-
land, wearied by a war she was ill-
prepared to support, was believed in reli-
able quarters today to be ready to make
peace with Russin—but only on terms
which would puarantee her people the
freedom and independence they enjoyed
since the first world war. e

Reports reaching Stockholm indicated
the situation in Finland was rapidiy de-
veloping to the point where the -Finns
would like 10 contact the Russians
through =ome intermediary—preferably
the United States.

Concerning  relations  with. Germany,
Finland was said to feel that she was not

viled to bring their girl-lriends, feed 'em t
