British Lose
Bridgehead,

8th Army Flanking Unit
Advances; Climax ‘Yet
To Come—Churchill

The fercest fighting in the entire
African compaign raged in southern
Tunisia yesterday as the Axis hurled
tanks and infantry against the British
in the east and the Americans in the
west to stop the advances they were
making.

In the Mareth Line area near the
coast the enemy succeeded in wiping
out a large part of the bridgehead
established there by the Eighth Army and
restoring much of their defense ling, Prime
Minister Churchill informed the House
ol Commons yesterday.

The desert column which swing around
the southern extremiiy of the ling, how-
ever, wans reported from  Allied Force
Headguarters o have pushed on fwo
miles  further, to within  two miles
of El Hamma. El Hamma is a strategi-
cilly situated oasis ten miles west of the
miin Mazi supply port of Gabes,

Filty miles northwest of those [orces,
on the other side of the area in which the
Allies are trying to pin Rommel, American
troops have smashed repeated German
prmored assaults against their El Guettar
Pass positions. The Germans lost 35 (o
40 tanks in 1wo aftacks, it was reported
at headquariers.

Advance Beyond Maknassy

Shghtly furiber north  the Americans
who took Makoassy on Monday morning
made still Turther progress, acconding to
Algiers radio, which said they had taken
a height six miles north of the town.

Axiz radio stations  claimed  tha
Rommel had won Lthe first round of the
Marcth Battle. In the north, Vichy radio
said, Axis forces had recaptured NWefia,
a railway station two miles northwest of
Dijebel Abiod.

The Allied air onslavght against the
Muareth positions pained in fury until i
excecded  the intense offensive which
hélped the British breakthrough ac El
Alamein,

The increasing power, range and
coverage of the blows levelled by the
Allied air  force  throughout Tunisia
indicated that the moin fussle was only
just beginning, and the coordinated Allied
blows of unprecedented weight before
long would reopen the gash in the Mareth
pasitions and smash the remnants of the
Axis forces in MNorth Africa,

Mr. Churchill, in his statement in the
Commons, warmed that the Tunisia battle
had by no’ means reached its climax, but,
he added, * 1 have good confidence in
the final results.™

‘Duty to Inform You*

“ It is my duty,' he said, * to let the
House and country know that this great
battle now proceeding in Tunisia has b
no means reached its climax and much
very hard fighting still lies before the
British and United States forces.

“The lotest information. from the
Mureth front, later, that is, than that pub-
lished inthis morning's newspapers, shows
that the Germans, by counter-attacks,
have regained the preater part of the
bridgehead which had been stormed, and
their main line of defenses in that quarter
is largely restored.

“ I take occasion to make this state-
ment because 1 do not wish that hopes
of an easy decision should be encouraged.

A single lost battle now will very likely
cost the Axis the whole of the African
campaign. To prevent defear Rommel
hos already made his supreme offensive
effort in o vain endenvor to gain mancuyver
room.  Altacks against the American
Army in-the south and against the Bratish
Eighth Army and Allied First Army were
in o cose decisively sucpessful.  These
failures, together with increasing pressure
wlong the entire front, forced the Germans
on the defensive.

In the present battle geography favors
Rommel's forces, for the Axis froops are
not only in possession of the Mareth Line
amd T1ail communigations immediately
behind their front, but in the control also
of every mouniain pass on the Grind
Dorsal, which they seized before - [he
eastward march from Algiers began.

These Tavorable Fctors, however,, are
heavily discounted by Allied command of
the a@ir and sen, ‘which, -logether
with the possession of land superioriis,
showld prove sufficient to ensure Rom-
mél's defent.  With Rommel liguidated,
the final phase of the war in Evrope will
begin, and  that's what we are waiting
for.

Slugging their way abead, yard. by
yard, under the govering bartage of their
own guns, British woops  breached
the Mareth Ling in an action which,
despite  enemy  counter-attacks,  may
spell the end of Ficld Marshal Erwin
Rommel's Afrika Korps and the Axis
hold in North Africa.

Almost due north, across the narrow-
ing neck of African territory still in
German  hands, American patrols. are
pushing out from newly mken Maknassy,
striving to meet the British Eighth Army
and close an African Stalingrad  wap
around the Gergaans and Halians.

It is the first-page of the last chapter
of the joint African Empire dreams of
Hitber and Mussalini, his Tialian stoage.

A world fed on colorful stories of the

Mareth- defenses wonders  how  the
supposedly impregnable line wos cracked.
When the French built it, back in the
pleasant years of peace, it was hailed as
& desert Maginot—a sure defense against
possible Twalian attack from . the “east.
When Rommel herded his flecing legions
behind i—one jump shead of the Eighth
Army—military men and civilians of the
L!nl:ed MNationz [eared it might protect
him long enough to disrupt the African
battle schedule to a serious extent.
_ They wondered what the conqueror of
El Alamein, British Lt. Gen. Sir Bernard
L. Montgomery, would be up against,
how he would solve the problem—and
whether hiz solution would be the correct
ane,

Tuesday night the desert moonlight
bathed a bartlefield where all  those
questions, and others, were answered
gloriously and in full.

What Gen. Montgomery was up against |
when his men executed a difficult Aanking
movement, skirting the Matmata  hills,
proved o be a series of concrete pill-
boxes, screcned with barbed wire and
perched on the far side of deep ravines,
or *wadis.”

1218 Solution Used

His solution, taken straight out of the
1918 book az comrected by the battle of
El Alamein, was threefold:

1. A blinding, overwhelming, relentless
pounding of the objéctives from massed
ficld artillery and howizers. AL ong
strategic point in the mile-wide target area
one continuous stream of bursting shells
lashed a concrete sirong-point for a full
hall-hour, It shattered walls, tore wire
and tilted gun-mounts askew.

2. The second phase of the attack was
another old standby of the last war—the
creeping barrage.  Their walches syn-
chronized with those of the infantry
croruched at the jump-off point, British
artillerymen shortened the range  undil
