ALLIED HQ, North Africa,
May 24 (AP)—Pantelleria, Italy’s
island between Tunisia and Sicily,
was blasied with unabated fury by
the MNorthwestern:  African  Awr
Forces yesterday and last night, when
American fighters 'and bombers
attacked three times within five hours.

LIS, P40 Warhawk fighter bombers
began the onslaught. After them
came B25 Mitchells, svhich blasted the

Italy Is Unable
To Equip Army

Umberto Tells Infantry
of Nation’s Shortages;
Radio Plea for Revolt

An admission that Ttaly was unable 1o
equip her soldiers properly owing to lack
of raw materials was made today by
Crown Prince Umberto in an address to
the Ialian infantry.

It was the second warning of the day
that the Italians had recerved. A fow
hours carlier the Italian freedom station
“Radioc Milano-Liberta” had wamned
Sicilians that their cities would be wiped
out, one by one, by the Allied air forces,
if they continued o be vsed as basds by
the Germans,

Prince Umberto, after clpiming that the
battles in Libya, Abyssinia, Tunijsia and
Greece had shown the great aualities of
the Ttalian soldier, continued :

“Maodern wir demands new weapon
specialization and o complex industria
system. Unfortunately, Italy, in spile of
her gignntic technical snd industrial
efforts, has been onable to make 48 many
arths a5 other countries as she lacks the
raw mineral resources nesded.

“This fact, which prevents the Italian
people from living in security, 1s, guile

Other party leaders disclaimed any inten-
tion of disbanding the organization here.

Hey, Remember Japan,
Berlin Hints to Allies

STOCKHOLM, May 24 (AP)}—
With the Allied offensive mounting
against Europe, German newspapers
are tnking the propaganda line that
the Allies are ignoring the threat of
Japan in adopting their “Hitler first"
strategy, the Berlin correspondent of
the Svenska Dagbladet reporied to-
day.

The German press 5 carryving
lengthy articles saying the situation
in China is bad and the strength of
Japan is growing.

While all references to Japan are
lavdatory, the correspondent indi-
cated that the implication was that
the Allies should direct their atten-
{ions to Hitler's far eastern partner in-
stead of procecding with the European
offensive.

Royal Air Force bombers early
yesterday smashed the industrial city
of Dortmund, heart of Germany's
Ruhr Basin, in the heaviest air raid
in history.

More than 2,000 tons of high ex-
plosives and incendiaries were heaped
upon the city—an average of nearly
ten pounds for every one of the half-
million or so inhabitants, whose chief
task iz to make munitions for the
Wehrmacht,

“Considerably more" than 500 planes,
most of them four-engined Lancasters.

Stirlings or Halifaxes, smothered ground
defenses in the heavily defended Rubr

o swell the devastation already spread

across the mills and mines of the valley
by bomb and fire and flood,
Dortmund is scarcely 30 miles west of
the Mohne river dam smashed last weck
by the RAF, and about 35 miles east
of Duisberg, which has been virtually
levelled by night after night of blast and

fire.
38 Planes Lost

The attack, which cost 38 planes, was
the 41st on Dortmund, but only the
second mass raid.. On-May“4;at a cost
of 30 planes, the RATF dumped more than
1,000 tons of explosives on to the city.

Yesterday morning's attack was the
first biz RAF operation since Prime
Mintster Churchill’s declaration that it
was worth trying to bomb Germany out
of the war.

As the last bombers arrived over Dort-
mund the heaviest concentration of aerial
defenses in the world had dwindled (o
zuch an extent that bombardiers said
“weren't  troubled'  in moking  their
bombing runs.

Crew after crew returned to their bazes
with reports that the sky over the Ruhr
was so filled with attacking bombers that
planes continually were just missing each
other as they levelled away for a shot
at the target.

Mext to Essen, the Krupps' home which
already has been hammered and smashed
by raiders numbering almost as many as
hit the target early yesterday, Dorimumnd
is the largest of the citics of the Ruhr,

Beyond itz industrial sites Dortmund
is chicfly imporiant because it is one ter-
minus of the Dortmuend-Ems canal,
where, at the eastern end of the Ruhr,
the arteries of canal, rail and highway
transport bottleneck into its warehonses
and sidings.

In Dormund the Mazis have centered
much of their synthetic oil, pasoline and
rubber industries, vital to the war maching
eut off from most natural sources of those

products.

Alcan Men Honored

Armiy units engaged in construction of
the Alcan Highway from March to Octo-
ber, 1947 hagve been cited for meritorions
conduct,

The eitation states that the units *were
charped with the task of constructing a
1.600-mile highway [rom Foert St. John,
British Columbia, Canada, 1o Slana,
Alaska, ‘with all speed within “the
physical capacilty of the troops.” This
route 1ay across vast areas of almost im-
penetrable  wilderness, vaguely mapped
and but little known.

“Commencing with the spring thaw and
continuing on through the summer floods,
the troops overcame the difficaltics: im-
posed by mounfzinous terrain, deep
munskes, torrential streams, heavy forests
and an evcr—lanfﬂlening supply line. By
viriue of remarkable cngineering ability,
inpenious improvisations and unsurpagsed
devotion to duty the units assigned to the
highway constriction completed  their
mizgion in one short working season and
thereby opened ‘a supply road ta Alaska
that 15 of inestimahle atm[eggiu value to the
war effort of their country.’

The speed with which United States
troops completed the construction of the
Alaska Highway will zo down in history
as one of the great achievements of man

Army Speeds Mail

The Army is makiiﬁ every effort to
gpeed up the delivery of mail to soldiers
overseas. Many of the delays in overseas
mail movements concerning which com-
plaints have been recerved are the divect
resll of mensures necessary for the safery
of the soldier addressees, This was par-
ticulariy itrue with respect to mail ad-
dressed to troops involved in the myasion
of Morth Africa. At that time and for a
period {hereafier it was necessary dor
security reasons o withbold at certain
points mail shipments both (o and from
American soldiers in that theater,

Mow a preater use of V-Mai is
doing much to expedifc overseds madl
delivery, for transportation and cargo
space are still the chigf factors in delays
that still occur. While ordinary mail
has been lost through ship sinkings, V-
Mazil  assures debivery of lefters at
their overseas destingtions.

Some 40,000,000 V-Mail letiers have
already been Handled without the loss of
a single letter. This is made possitle by
holding the original letter at the porl of
emibarkation until the microfilmed repro-
duction has grrived overseas.
