Blasted by Allies

Axis Torces in Greece, hitherto immune

to Allicd bombing, felt the power of the
Ninth Air Force for the first time yester-
day in an extension of the Medilerranean
offensive coinciding  with stepped-up
medivm bomber raids on  Sicilv and
Sardinia on a 300-plage scale,
. Striking at the large German air Irain-
ing center at Sedes airdrome, six niiles
from Salonika, the second largest Greek
city, and ‘only 50 miles from Bulgaria,
more than 50 Liberators dumped at least
o quarter of a million pounds of high-
explosive on hangars :!ndpinstui]nt:inns,

A Cairo communigque spid direct hils
were scored on hangars and all were
believed destroyed, along with  three
enemy aircraft,  Administrative buildings
aleo were hit and several strings of bombs
criss-crossed  the field  itzelf, causing
several large oil fires.

.5, Blitz on Sardinia

While the Libs were winging across
Greece, ~USAAF Mitchells, Maranders
and Warhawks of the Morth Africa air
Force staped an all-American show over
Sardinin, attacking the railway junction at
Chilvani, the airfields at Venafiorita and
Capoteria, and shipping at Golfo Aranci
and off the coast,

A few hours earlier o force of RAF
Wellingtons struck again ot often-bombed
Catania in Sicily, dropping explosives on
the industrial arca and freight yards,

Pilots of the Liberators which attacked
Salonika said the enemy apparently was
caught unawares. In spite of the-fact
that Sedes is a first-class airbase strongly
Bbuilt up by the Germans, and notwith-
standing its imporiance as a key point in
Marshal Erwin Rommel’s new *'Sieglried
ling” in sountheastern Europe, no enemy
fighters were encountered and anti-aircraft
was light.

Brig. Gen. Nathan Bedford Forrest
was aboard an American heavy bomber
which failed to return from the June 13
attack on Kicl, Fighth Air Force Head-
quiriers announced yesterday. Grand-
son of (he famed Confederate general of
the same name, Forrect s the first Ameri-
can generai to become a combat cas_yaltj
in ihe ETO.

The 38-year-old general rode as an
observer nboard the Fortress piloted by
Capt. Harry A, Stirwalt, of Spokane,
which led the rafders into what has been
described officially as the greatest air
battle over Europe. His plane has been
listed as “‘missing.”

There i% a strong possibility that those
aboard the general’s bamber may have
survived.

Bombers Beat Off

Nazis in Clouds

American Flying Fortresses, beating off
swarms of enemy fzhiers ambushed in
the clouds, stabbed into northwest Ger-
many in force vesterday to keep up the
day and night himmering of the MNazi
homeland,

Cnly o few hours after the RAF had
sledged the Rube's war industries in o
night-time blow at Elberfeld, the Forls
thondered out from bases in  Britain.
Over (he German coastline they ploughed
through a solid wall of clouds, and felt
their way toward the target with only an
occasiona] break in the bad weather.

As the formations crossed the heavy
belt of Mazi defenzes, the Luftwaffe
hurled fighters at them from ambush in
the thick overcast,

The Forts slugged onward, made their
bombinge runs and fought home again, but
cloud formations prevented observation
of bombing results,

An Eighth Air Force announcement
said “mary” German fighters were de-
stroyed in the running air battles which
claimed 13 LS. planes.  The specific
targets were not officially identified.

Wild Battles in Clouds

Returning pilots told of wild battles in
the clouds. Capt. Mark Connell, of
Dearhorn, Mich., a former RCAF pilot,
said that fighter opposition was strong
but unevenly distributed along the way.
His group met terrific opposition while
some ather elements of the formation
experienced little or none.

The pilat of the Fortress Al Jolson,
I/Lt. Howard 0. Koppen, of Waltham,
Mass., had praise for Sgt. Charles H.
Fand, of Riverside, Cal,

“Fand knocked down three enemy
fighters,” Lt. Koppen said, “and if it had
not been for him we probably wouldn't
have come home.™

The co-pilot of another Foriress, 2/Lt,
Charles H. Bigelow, of Cleveland, Ohio,
came home in a plane that was riddled
with machine-gun and cannon fire, and
had two motors knocked out. The crew
was jubilant, however, and claimed the
destruction of seven German fighters,

A navigator, 2/Lt. Joseph F. Burow-
ski, of Maugatuck, Conn., said: ‘

“Wehad a parrow escape. A 20mm.
shell hit the No. 2 engine ond planced
ofl into the nose, I wouldn’t have given
a plugred nickel for our chances, but we
f::ll_l.l.ght our way back in spite of every-
thing."

The RAF blow at Elberfeld, which
with Barmen makes up the amalgamated
fown of Wuppertal, was “nearly as
heayy™ as that which virtually wiped
Barmen off the map May 29, the Air
Miniziry said..

‘Flying Minute Men’
Use Own Planes .
To PatrilCGasts

WASHINGTOMN, June 25—The story
of America’s *Flying Minote Men"—
amateur airmen who, flying their own
little airplanes, have sunk submarines,
directed the rescue of hundreds of tor-
pedoed seamen and aided the nation's
war effort in a myriad of other ways—
was revealed today by the Office of War
Information,

Civil Air Patrol, includigz  doctors,
clerks, carpenters, retired lawyers, boys
in their teens, even housewives who know
how to fly. Mary Astor, film star. is one
af them. And they have used Stinsons,
Wacos and Fairchilds for such unortho-
dox tasks as patrolling sea lanes far ont
from the const.

To these tiny planes they fitted racks
holding two demolition bombs and an
attachment for n depth bomb, and several
ingenions  technicians among them de-
vised a bombsight made of 20 ocents
worth of hairpins, tin cans, mirrors and
aother scrap, so accurate that o Stinson
T3-horsepower Voyager hit a U-boat
square on the conning tower. Even
Army pilots now favor the sight for cer-
inin specialized work,

Orpanized a week before Pearl Harbor
on the initintive of America's private
fliers, the CAP has grown to a militagy
organization of such size and value that
it was tnken over by the War Department
from the Office of Civilian Delense
Apr. 29 1943, and is now an auxiliary
arm of the 115, Army Air Force.

Its numerous accomplishments include :

Flights totalling over 20 million miles,
the spolling of more thin 150 submarines
for the army, navy and coast guard, and
even the sinking of some, and off-shore
patral missions which brought rescue to
crews of torpedoed tankers.

Plenty of Candidates

Only the United States and  Russia
have allowed their civilians to Iy m war-
time; other belliperenfs prounded their
amateurs as soon as war was declared,

Many American  military authorities
doubted in the early days of the war that
civilinn flvers could give any real service.
But aviation enthusiasts immediately be-
ran to show what they could do. They
had considerable resources; there were
then jn the United States 100,000 civilian
pilots, 100,000 student pilots, 25,000
private planes, and more than 2,000 civi-
lian airficlds,

Most military-age pilofs and students
went into the armed services, but CAP
began organizing the rest inta volunieer
squadrons, groups and flights serving
under a wing commander in each of the
48 States. ]

Mechanics, nurses, rfadio operators,
ohservers, photographers and  declors
joined the pilots in ground-crew training.
The inland squadron members cpsry on
their reghlar jobs and serve in spare (ime.
Members, howeyver, may volunieer for
tours of full-time duty, such as coastal

patrol, where many have signed up for the
duration, k |

Flying their own planes, nsing fheir own
initiative, equipment and money, with
gradually enlarged Federal gramis, they
have built up many coastal bases from
Maine to Mexico,

Inland, their courier routes between
army posts and between industrial plants
require the services of several hundred
planes daily and a large number of pilots,
ground mechanics, gnd radio operators.
Their volunteer missions search for lost
planes, maintain forest fire patrols, and
