RAF heavy bombers strack at in-
dustrial Duisburg, in Germany, Mon-
day night in what the Air Minmistry de-
scribed as ** one of the heaviest attacks
of the war.”

Seventeen planes were lost from a
force which the RAF described as
“in. great strenpgth,” The Air
Ministry's description of the raid on
Europe’s second largest inland port
would put it in the class of the 1,500-ton
bombings of Cologne and other targets
of * satoration raids.”

The force of Stidlings, Lancasters,
Halifaxes and Wellingtons poured incen-
diaries and  high explosives dowa in
“ highly concentrated ' cascades, remurn-
ing crews feported.

Straong defenscs were put up by the
MNazis, incloding night fighters and heavy
flak concentrations, while massed search-
light cones stabbed at the attackers.
Weather was goad.

The raid came after a loll of nearly a
week in hesvy night raids by the RAF.

Large fires were started across the target
area, pilols reported, and ofie explosion
sent black smoke curling 10,000 feet into
the sky.

CAIROQ, Apr. 27 {AP)—A very heavy
concentration of Liberators of United
Stutes Minth Air Force blasted Bari air-
drome on the southeast coast of lialy
yesterday. One hundred and twenly-five
tons of bombs gutted the airdrome and
assembly poiits. Y

Bari—which was one of the main
assembly points for  fighters, fighter-
bombers and Stukas for Rommel's aid
to Tunisia—was completely blanketed by
American high-explosive and fragmenta-
tion bombs. A quarter of 4 million
pounds were dropped as the planes flew
over in contineous waves, Mot only air-
craft on the ground, but hangars, run-
ways and the surrounding area  were
blasted.  All the American planes re-
turned, the communique said.

The American girmen saw tremendous
explostons and black smoke rising
thousands of feet into the air from the
devasiation.

Nothing Escaped

One of them said: “ It was a scene
of utter destruction. From our altitude
il @ red that not a square foot of the
airdrome and the adjacent area had es-
caped. The tesults must be ferrific,
Explosions and fires completely covered
the place, If a single plane is left intact
there I should be surprised.”

One section of the raiding party, the
bigzest Winth Ajr¢Force formation to
mmid Tialy, saw five enemy fizhters, but
they did not try to engage the Americans.

The communique said: * Hits were
seored on hangars and grounded aircraft,
Many fires and explosions were observed
and a group of oil tanks near the field
were destroved.
