Anofficial review of the two years since the Eighth AAF
was activated at Savannah, Ga,, showed that its forces
had operated against the Lufitwaffe on 153 days, and cer-
tainly destroved. 3,946 Mazi interceptors in major battles
from Norway's Tiords to Bordeaux, from the sub pens at
Lorient to Regensburg and Marienburg deep in Germany.

From these operations, 1,130 American heavy bombers
and 185 fighters have been reported missing.

against Wilhelmshaven and two against Emden last Jan,

Since that first attack on the Reich proper, the heavy
bombers have dropped 27,676 tons of high explosive
and incendiary bombs on targets within Germany, and
19,164 tons on military installations and important indus-
