Something is wrong and none
of us are able 1o decide what it is, but
things could not go so badly unless some-
thing was wrong at home. We are eaper
for news of what is happening  within
Germany.  We are afraid that there will
be weaknesses there—" :
Four days lnter he wrote, “Every day is
the same now. We are falling back each
day and we don't have time to stop and
fight. Our officers suy that we will regroup
and make a stand to win when we get
to the German border. Thank God, we
have the Siegfried Line 1o hold them baeck !
Fears began to creep into Hauptmann's
mind—was the war almost over?  Were
the Russians winning new victories in the
east? Was there trouble at home? Would
he ever see home, He wrote less and less
—ILIII.G entries became shorter and Jess
spirited. Haoptmapn &eemed bitter and
disillusioned, with litthe of his cocky
superion attitude left. ?
“Last night,” he wrote on September 13,

there for the Russians to kil

Promise Secret Arms

Like a football coach, frying to rally a
losing  team, Hauptmann's commanding
officer tried to rally his men—give them

reason to fight when almost all reason was -

gone.  After one such talk, Hauptmann
wrote what turned out fo be hiz second
last entry inm his diary,

“We aru:_to]d," he said, “that we will
win even now. ~Our officer has told us that
new  weapons are being used to bring
England o her knees and that other new
weapons which will help us crush the
enemy are on their way, Soon we shall
be able to fight back on even terms with
them. Umil then we must fight harder
and have confidence in our Fuhrer. Hitler
has sent our division lhis best wishes and
has assured us that victory will be ours, no
matter what the odds.™

The final entry, written the day before
the attack which was Hauptmann's last,
was scrawled huorriedly and nervously in
pencil. -

“We have been ordered 1o attack
tonight. It seems uscless because we are
hopelessly outnumbered now, There are
too few of us to make any difference, But
we have been ordered to attack, anyway,
We will attsck, bur T think it is a mis-
fake.

MNothing dampened Hitler’s wild enthu-
sinsm for making these predictions—
which he said were based on his “‘inbui-
tion"—hand even after Mein Kampl had
zone the bookstore rounds he was on the
souphox giving tomorrow’s stories m to-
dav's speeches.

The outcome of these speeches conldn't
have been better—for the ex-corporal
frotw Austrin. The Germon peeple—whip
are always looking for a flimsy excuse o
slam some little guy—welcomed “his ora-
tions.  They fipured that their “man of
desting® had finally arrived from Val-
hilla—the man who would make them
miazters. of the world.

Nazis Get in Gear

That's all Hifler necded.

His program—and you know all about
that—began o roil. Thep came moce
speeches ; more predicdons, Hitler diaved
say anything amd everything, because in
those pood old davs he thought the

Wehrmacht's mailed fist could back him

up.

Here are some of those predictions—
those “things to come” slalements—
which. Der little Fuehrer would cather

have vou forget all gbout, He would like
vou to forget becapse as the sands of
time doa Tade-ont on him, he—and other
Mazis—will give owt with other stuff:
other stuff which they'll' want you
believe.

But ook how his predictions of yesier-
duy panned oul.

After Dunkiyk, im 1940, Hitler made
thiz preclamation:

“The gréeatest battle of all time has been
brought (o a victerious cofclusion by our
soldiers. The greater part of the British
Expeditionary Force has been annihilated,
tuken prisoner or forced to flee from the
Continent.  Three French Airmies have
ceased 0o exist.

Total War Promised

“Cireater Germany  dominates the air,
sen and consts of the Morth Sea and the
Channel, Asour encmies still reject peace
they shall have a total war of annihila-
ton."

_And in Movember of 1940, fat with
victories tucked under his belt, Herr Hitler
gathered his cohoris in the Munich Beer
Cellar and smd this:

“1F Britsin declares the war will po on,
I am quite indifferent. The war will go
on 1ill we fimish it.  Believe me, it ‘will
end in our victory.”

And in December of the same vedr,

+ + » Germany's “man of destiny."

Adalf the Sage told nervous munition
workers:

“Should: Britain-atempl (o gain a fool=
hrold somewhere on 'the Continent she will
meet us again. Where the German soldier
stands no other soldier will ever set his
foar.™

Today it's a different story. Where the
German soldier onde stood, he now fes
buried—and  Allied troops have rolled
right on toward Berlin. But that’s part
cf the stuff you're not to remember—ifl
Hitler can hci‘;:'it. Mor other predictions,
such as this one, made as s MNew Year
proclamation in 1941 -

“The year 1941 will see the German
Army, Mavy and Air Force considernbly
strengthencd.

Landings P‘onﬁ-Poahed'

And here's ona that was blown sky
high with the West Wall. On the subject
of “possible enemy landings on the Con-
tinent,”” Hitler quieted German fears with
this:

*The British have been driven from the
Cantinent once and for afl.  If the British
really intend to underiake an offensive
against the Continent they should notify
me and | will see that a suitable district
is evacuated to alfow them to land and
will then speak to them in the language
they understand,™

This prediction is the grand-daddy of
famous last words. He made it before
Rumania and Bulgaria tosted in the
sponge—angd before we crossed France
and ¢losed in on German borders:

. “Only fools imagine that 1918 will be

repeated.™ : >
