Red Cross Plans Changes:
Closed Temporarily
*  From May 5

The Eagle Club, first organization

to care for the Americans who came
to England to fight before Pearl
Harbor, is going lo close May 5 for
repairs, the American Red Cross an-
nounced vesterday.

Red Cross officials said the club
building at 28 Charing Cross Rd.,
London, would be shut for an indefi-
nite time—from four weeks 1o three
months.

Americans witl‘;1 the US. and other
United MNatieons forces, who bave been
going o fhe Eagle Club for upwards of
two vears, vesterday expressed regret at
the closing of the club, even though it
was temporary, and said they hoped these
would be no change in personnel. hMost
of the club’s workers who bave been there
for some tine bave built up friendships
with Yanks flying in the RAF and RCAF,
transferees 10 the 1.5, forces, Amerizans
in the Polish, French and other armics.

Decided Months Agzo

Red Cross officials said that service-
mien who use the club's Facilities would be
mnfarmed soon of the closing, which was
decided on several months ago.

Demand for Probe of Nazi
‘Mass Murder’ Charge
May Be Dropped

President Roozevelt yesterday emcrcd\
the efforts to heal the bregch beiween
Russiz and the Polish government-in-exile
with headguarters in London.

It was that request, and what Moscow
called a ** hostile campaign ™" in the official
Polish press; which led (o the roplure,
A statement from the Polish govern-
ment indignantly denied any colla-
boration with the WNazis, ignored the
arpcal te the Interpationa] Red Cross
altogether and guoted an earlier declara-
tion of policy in which Poland “ denigd
to Germany the right to abuse the tragedy
of the Polish officers for her own
perfidious schemes.” It called attention
to the fact that many Poles are, at
present, inside Russin and asserted its
claim on all Polish males in that country
as needed reinforcements for the Paolish
Armies,

The statement said the Polish govern-
ment affirms its policy * aiming at a
friendly understanding between Poland
and Soviet Russia on the basis of the
integrity and full sovercignivof the Polish
Republic which was and continues to be
fully supporied by the Polish nation.'”

Five Ways of Attack

Bomber Shutile Service

Pushing up the slopes of the Jebel Azap
on the narthern fringe of these positions,
American infantry reached a point within
75 yards of the summit belore they were
forced back to the bottom of the hill.
At dawn  Tuesday American bombers
began a shuttle service of attacks on the
German positions.,

American guns kepl up a heavy barrage,
iHi.'ldH_'r' of the guns firing over 200 rounds
a day.

Maorocean troops who advanced in ihe
Cap Serrat area, on the north coast, found
that the Axis had made a hasty retreat,
abandoning a huge ammunition dump a5
well as clothing and equipment, But, as
elsewhere in Morth Africa, the enemy laid
thousands of mines in his retreat, which
the Americans are removing.

Americans Take Hill

Following the wavering Axis fronts
from north to south, this was the situation
last night:

The American Second Corps cleared the
Axis troops from a hill called Jebel Dardys
and occupicd important high ground,

Anather contingent of American troops,
pushing towards Jefna station, stormed
and caplured Jebel Azzag and Jebel Ajred,
which command much of the approach (o
Mateur.

The First Army attacked Jebel Bon
Ackas, 12 miles northeast of Medjez El
Bab, and against savape fighting by the
German defenders reached  within 400
yards of the crest. Thirty ta 40 prisoners
were captured.  This point, which com-
mands great streiches of the Medjerda
Valley, 15 only 21 miles in a direct line
from Tunis.

The Germans were reported to be nsing
