Secretary of State Cordell Hull dis-

cloged in Washington yesterday that the
Bulgarian government had been in touch
with the Allied Powers regarding an
armistice .and withdrawal from the war.
Hull gave no. details as to the progress
of the negotiations, but his statement was
the first guthoritative word that Bulgaria
sought to follow Rumaniz off the sinking
Axis ship.

Cossack cavalrymen crossed the Car-
pathians  yestérday  into  Hungarian-
ogcupied Transylvania, Berlin reported
last pight, as spearheads of two powerful
Russian armies Teacted the fringes of
the Ploesti oil fields afier flooding mto
the Galatz gap, last defense line

The entry into Transylvania, reported
by German MNews Agency’s Col. Ernst
von Hammer, apparently. was made
throuzh the Bicazul pass from the town
of Piatra Meamt, 60 miles southwest of

Output Only on
HeavyBombers

Planes Being Built to Blast
Japan: No Manpower
Shortage Is Seen

WASHINGTON, Avg. 28 — Long-
range bombers and transportis—built for
assaults on Japan within a few months—
will remain the only “expanding” divi-
sions of the U5, gircraft-production pro-
gram, the Office of War Information
announced today,
