Few ofof thethefreshly-whitewashed oror
newly-bricked farmhouses look more
than aa fewfewyears old. InInthe medium-
sizedsizedDanish towns, likelikeKolding,
Nyborb oror Odense,Odense,there are nonoslums,
nonosectionsofofshoddy, dirty apartments.
Instead there are row after row of
modernistic, wide-windowed apartments.

Storesare wellwellstocked. Not only can
you getget allall thethemilk you want, whipped-
cream-toppedDanish pastry, ham, beef,beef,
fowlfowl andand allall thethedairy products, butbut
durableconsumeritems are toto bebefound
ininnearly pre-war stocks.

Clothes can stillstill bebeobtained fairly
easily and Denmark isis aawell-dressed
nation. Her industry, whichwhichoccupiesaa
relativelyrelatively smallsmall partpart inin herher economy,economy, isis
neverthelessnevertheless prosperousprosperous andand busy.busy.

Rationing, putput intointo effecteffectreportedly toto
impress the Germansthat food was not
over-abundant,has never been severe. It
willwill bebe tightenedtightened nownow asasDenmarkexportsexports
more of her food products toto thethe
countriesofof westernwesternEurope,but stillstill thethe
Daneswillwillnot gogohungry.

HereHere inin Copenhagen,Copenhagen,everythingclosescloses
atat ninenineo'clock, inin ananeffort totocompen
satefor two of Denmark'sthree severest
shortages—coal,oiloiland cigarettes.

FashionableFashionable HotelsHotelsCosmopolitan
Until closing time,time, thethefashionable

hotels areare asascosmopolitanasasthe Wai-Wai-
dorf-Astoria inin NewNew YorkYork oror thetheRitz,Ritz,
and much more lavish inintheir food and
service. The peopleininthe barsarc more
fashionably, andandbetter, dressed thanthan
almost anywhereanywhere ininEurope.

Two reasonsare given for Denmark's
prosperity whilewhile thethe restrest ofof EuropeEurope isis
hungry.

TheThe firstfirst isis thatthatDenmark hashasonlyonly
about 5,000,0005,000,000people,about aa millionmillion
of thera ininCopenhagen. OnOnher main
