The government took over the plant
four days ago after President Sewell
Avery refused to comply’ with a War
Labor Beard directive 1o extend the com-
pany’s contract with the union until the
guestion could be seteled,

At an MLEB hearing, campany and
union stipulated that an election be held
on_or before Jung 7 if the NMLRB re-
quired it., The hearing will continue to-
morrow on the guestion of whether the
employees shall vote as a unit or in
several divisions.

Avery's refusal to continue the contract
was based on his contention that the
union no longer represented a majority
of the Chicago plant’s 5,500 employess.
Meanwhile, seizure of the plant, bitterly
condemned by 2 coalition of Republicans
and anti-Administration Democrats as a
violation of civil rights, promised to
become one of the year's hottest political
issues, according to the United Press.
Chairman Pat MeCarran (D.-Nev.) said
