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Hitler Dies in Berlin

Say Nasis Ready
ToQuitDenmark

A United Press message from Copenhagen last night said the Germans
in Denmark. in danger of being cut off by a British-American thrust across
the neck of the Schleswig-Holstein peninsula to the south toward the Baltic
port of Lubeck, were furning over control of the country to the Danish
authorities. The dispatch said the Danish and German officials were nego-
tinting an agreement regarding the reinstatement of Danish police through-
out the country, which has been under German occupation since Apr. 8,
1940, when it was overrun in a one-gay operation,

At the same time, TLuxemburg radio said a delegation of German and
Czech indusirinlists had left Prague, Czechoslovak capital, to meet the

Allies and hand over Bohemia and Moravia, industrial areas which were to ||

feed the Nazi redoubt new under assanlt by the Allies in southern Germany.

While the siatus of reported peace negotiations remained in the air, the

Trieste isell was
said to be burning fiercely, as Yugoslay
troops fought to subdue the last elements
of resistonce.

Dachau Cheers Its Liberation
From Horror of Living Death

Aligning himsell at once with the
powerful Nationalist parly, Hitler helped
encineer the [all of three successive re-
publican cahinets, and forced Hindenburg
to name him chancellor on Jan, 30, 1933,

The Mazis still were a minority party—
but not for lone. Within a month. the
Reichstag building was ser afire,  Hitler
arhitrarily outlawed the Communist party,
numbering six million, and blamed its
leaders for the fire. He suspended civil
liberties, dissolved the legally constituted
Reichstag and ordercd new elections. By
seizing channels of propapanda, the Mazis
amassed more than 17 million votes. They
promptly made Hitfler “fuehrer,” or dic-
tatar,

His Foreign Policy

These steps marked Hitler's foreign
palicy: He withdrew Germany from the
League of Mations, scrapped the Versailles
pact and began o six-year rearmament
program. He reached separate agreements
with most of the smaller states, later to
break them one by one. He reoceupied
the Rhincland, intervened for Franco in
the Spanish rebellion and forged begin-
nifngs of the Berlin-Rome-Tokyn fascist
axis. He moved with scant bloodshed
into Austria in the spring of 1938, making
untenable the military position of Czecho-
slovakia.. This forced Great Britain and
France to the September appeasement at
Munich, by which Germany was handed
the Czech Sudetenland.  Six months later
Hitler occupied all Czechoslovakia,
