The fleet includes
17 torpedo-hods, most of them less than
100 tans, and 12 spbmarines, the largest
of which is only 380 tons.  The 'navy's
largest ships are two coastal defense cratt
of 3,800 and 3500 tons respectively.

Three hundred and seven enemy
aircraft were destroyed in aerial com-
bats by the gunners of Flying
Fortresses and the P47 Thunderbolt
pilots who flew to Germany to €sC0rC
some of the formations baok to’ Britain.

One hundred and forty plimies wers
shot down by the Fort formations whicl
battled their wiy across the Reich, shat-
tered the Messerschmitt  fatcory at
Regensburg ond  then shuitled on 10

RAF's Best Score

The hattles over Germany provided far
and awny the bipgest air viclory on: any
single day of the war—Allicd or Asis. At
Ve e of e el ol Bolain, e
best day's score for the RAF—on Sept. 15,
1940—was 185 German plancs shot dow.
The previous high [or the Eighth Alir
Force was the tally of 87 chalked up on
June 11 when the targets were Wilhelms-
haven and Cuxhaven, in Germany. Eight

The record score, however, was only
a small portion of the day’s achicvements,
since the bombs which burst across the
Messerschmitt factory cut 30 per cent off
the German prodection of day fighters
for the next six months, according (o
official reports. The Regensburg [actory
was geared to Lurn oul between 1,000 and
2,000 day fighters—depending on supplies
—during the next six months.
