At the western end of the front the
Germans’ beavy attack on Punta-Fieme
at the mouth of the Garigliano river died
down with the village still in the Fifth

Adlied troops occupied an. important
hill about half a mile northwest of Villa
Grande, on the left flank of their advance
at Ortong.

In the center the Fifth Army stormed a
3 0-foot hill at Cerasuola, overlooking
the Colle Atina road, five miles cast of
Bingio, after advancing about a mile and
a hulf. Elsewhere patrols were active.

Fortresses of the 15th ‘Air Force
smashed the seaport and railway center
of Rimini, northwest of the Adriatic coast
about B0 miles south of Yenice, for the
second consecutive day.

They left large fires blazing at this most
important port north of Pescara, through
which Germans are supplying their troops
driven out of Ortona, The railway junc-
tion of Ferrara, connccling Rimini and
Ravenna with Padua and Venice, was also

Army's Giant SOS
Gets Set for Its
Massive. Job

{The velume of material shipped for
the North Afeican and Tralian invasions

When arders are given for Allied lroops

The gigantic scope of the supply pro-
blem behind any second [ront  was
brought home to me on a recent week-
long tour of installations of the LS.
Army's Services of Supply. The first
line of offense is thie factory worker al
home.

Here is one pictore: *O0ur greatest
supply problem is not the difficulty of
getting the bulk of what we need,” Maj,
Gen. John €. H, Lee, commanding
peneral of the SOS in Brilain, told me.
“1t's getting everything we need. We can
get the 90 per cent. It's that last 10 per
cent that we've got to squeeze for.

“The last ten per cent may be the most
vital,”" he contineed, “It might be sights
for our puns., The guns are uscless with-
out the sights. Or it might be scalpels
for oug doctors. Wefve got hospitals by
the score, We've got huge stockpiles of
medical supplies—many of them given us
b the British on reverse Lend-Lease. But
u hospital is only as good as its operating
roam. I a dector doesn’t have the scal-
pel he wants, lives will be lost.

“It's that last len per cent of supplies
that pays off in battle. They age the
modern horseshoe nail, for the want of
which z kingdony is lost.”

Ta get an idea of the size of the prob-
lem behind any offensive move from the
British Isles, vou have only to visit on@
of the huge SOS depots. In one ware-
house of one depot alope there are
separate bins for 235,000 diffierent ord-
nance supplics—and these are only (wo-
thirds of the total number of ordnance
items.

At the same depol there are assembly
lines, for trucks and jeeps, which are only
slightly less spectacular than Detfoit’s,
o save space, motor vehicles are shipped
phassembrled to get the greatest number
of parts jnto the smallest package. For
the same reason, ground troops no longer
bring most of their cquipment with Yhem
from the States. It was found more ship-
economicsl 1o send the supplies in bulk
and o disieibute them after the umnits
arrive in this theater.
