Hitherto the custom has been to plice
casualties in base or station hospitals and,
after long weeks of the deadening exist-
ence of lfein a sick ward, the men are
released, physically soft, their mornle at
low ebb, and transferred to a replace-
ment center, practically useless [or further
combat, -

The ETO Surgeon General's office
believe it has found the solution to the
problem—rehabititation.

Sct up in large measure to atcoOmma-
date casvalties shottling back from the
Continent, .2 _program of convalescent
training has been worked out to rehabili-
tate injured soldiers from the tme they
become convalescent until the day they
are considered fit to return to duty.
