U.S. Planes Help Clear

Enemy temnanis west of Ichang, the
hig Yangise port which was the main
hase for the Japanese offensive, were
thoroughly mopped up on Monday.

In northern Hunan retreating  enemy
troops are surrounded and & “battle af
annihilation” is going on, Heavy losses
have been inflicted on the Japanese at
Yingshan, and the enemy airdrome south-
east of that city has been destroyed.

Chinese and American planes caused
immense damage in raids on objectives
on the Hupah-Honan border, south of
the Yangise. The Japanese air strength
has been greatly reduced, and hardly any
Japanese planes appeared over the front
yesterday, :

Of Bombers

Italy Now Unable to Send
Ships or Planes to Aid
Her ‘Malta’

By the Unled Press
Pantellaria, Italy's “little Malta™
in the Sicilian Strails, now has been
isolated by the continual bombing
by the Allied air forces and bombird-
ments by the Royal Navy.

Reports  reaching Madrid from
France said that no ships had been
able to put in at Pantellaria for
several days past, that only rarely
didd any airplane manage (o gel Across
from Italy and land there, and that all
Axis submarines had sbandoned' the base
at the island.

Following weeks of hammering by the
bombers from  Africa, Pantellaria was
visited twice in 18 hours by the ships of
{he Royal Mavy, Allied headguariers dis-
closed yesterday.

The first attack was on Sunday night
when British warships shelled island posi-
tions for some time. They suffered no
casualties or damage and met almost no
opposition. Most of the shelling was
directed on the island’s tiny harbour.

Afternoon Attack

The ships moved in again late Tuesday
afternoon and shelled the barracks and
battery areaz. This time there wos more
apposition from the shore batieries, bus

the ships sulfered no casualties.

No indication is given [rom Allied
headguarters 15 to the composition of the
squadron which bombarded Pantellariz,
ezt Axis radics claimed that a destrover
taking part in the action was badly
damaged.

The ltalian version was a typcal Rome
effort: ““An enemy noval formation yes-
terday  afternoon began o bombard
Pantellarin,” said the communigue. “Our
guns replied and compelled the enemy (o

break off the bombardment. One de-
stroyer in  the [ormation was  badly
damaged.”

Air Offensive Continues
Medium hombers yesterday returned to
the attack on Dtaly and the ltalian islands
after an absence of a few days, Milchells
and Marauders, accompanied by Light-
nings, attacked Sardinia, hitting railways,
docks and supply ships.
