1In little towns only ten miles from
Paris you can pet egps and wonderful
dinners of meat and noodles. Food does
exist, and now that iransportation is open
Paris should be eating soon.

McCOOK, Neb., Sept. 3—Former Sen.
Georgé W. Norris, who earned 8 reputa-
tion as one of America’s great iberal
statesmen i his 40 years' seryice in Con-
gress, died over the weekend: following o

In the Senate, where he served six
terms until his defeat in 1942 by Repub-
lican' Kenneth 5, Wherry, Morris spon-
sored the Constitutional amendment
which eliminated “lame ducks” in Cop-
gress and moved up the inpuguration of.
newly-glected Presidents from March to
January, and the act which set up the
Tennessee Valley Authority. MNorris Dam
was named in his-honor. He also was
responsible  for *the law which gave
Mebraska the only single<chamber legis-
lature in the U.5.

In the House, he led the historic battle
in 1210 which overthrew the autocratic
power wielded by the late Speaker Joe
Cannon.

Morris, an Independent in politics, was
one of six senators who voted against
LLS. entry into World War [, but he sn
ported President Wilson's plan for the
Lea of Mations, and the domestic and
foreign policies of President Roosevelt.
